Religious and Inter-Cultural Dialogue organised the twelfth International Symposium, 

“Evolving Communities for Greater Solidarity.” Our Chief Guest was His Eminence, Cardinal 

Oswald Gracias. For the first time, thanks to our Chair Holder Adv. Musumeci, we were able 

to get speakers from different continents to address us. They were from the Republic of 

Congo, Paris, Brazil, Russia and our very own country.

On 27 March 2021, the Economics Department organised an International Conference, “On 

the Frontiers of Economics”. The Keynote speaker was Prof. Ajit Karnik from Middlesex 
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University, Dubai. The other speakers were from the Meghnad Desai Academy of Economics 

and the Dhirubai Ambani - Institute of Information and Communication Technology. 

On 30 March 2021, the Bachelor of Banking and Insurance Department organised a 

National Conference on, “Artificial Intelligence, Robotics and Technology in the Banking 

Sector.”

While the ‘lockdown’ crippled many enterprises, we found ways to ‘open up’ different 

avenues for our students to develop their  Intelligence, Emotional and Spiritual Quotients. As 

you turn the pages of the magazine you will commend the efforts of our staff members, who 

despite the odds, were committed to engaging our students in a variety of activities that 

would shape them into wonderful human beings, with a combination of qualities of head, 

heart and  hand.

Department of English

The department organised an international 

conference on “The Possible and 

Impossible Worlds of Science Fiction” (11-

12 September 2020). Our keynote speaker 

was Isiah Lavender III,  Sterling Goodman 

Professor of English at the University of 

Georgia, where he researches and teaches 

courses in African American literature and 

science fiction. In addition to his books 

Race in American Science Fiction (Indiana 

UP, 2011), Black and Brown Planets: The 

Politics of Race in Science Fiction (UP of 

Mississippi, 2014), Dis-Orienting Planets: 

Racial Representations of Asia in Science 

Fiction (UP of Mississippi, 2017), and 

Afrofuturism Rising: The Literary 

Prehistory of a Movement (Ohio State UP, 

2019), his publications on science fiction 

include essays and reviews in journals such 

as Extrapolation, Journal of the Fantastic 

in the Arts, and Science Fiction Studies, 

and collections such as the Cambridge 

History of Science Fiction and the 

Routledge Companion to Science Fiction. 

He is also one of six editors for 

Extrapolation, the oldest science fiction 

journal. We also had as a resource person 

Ms. Mimi Mondal, a speculative fiction 

writer and editor. Her novelette His 

Footsteps, Through Darkness and Light, 

was nominated for a Nebula Award in 2020, 

and her anthology Luminescent Threads: 

Connections to Octavia E. Butler, co-

edited with Alexandra Pierce, received the 

Locus Award and was nominated for the 

Hugo and British Science Fiction Awards in 

2018. She also writes the column 

"Extraordinary Alien" in Hindustan Times. 

We had almost 20 paper presentations that 

provided valuable insights on science 

fiction across cultures and across time. We 

were especially proud to have a 

presentation by Diya Rajput, our TY 

student who presented a paper titled “'If I 

lose my life, I win this game.”: 

Negotiations of Identity, Intimacy and 

Interaction in Padmanabhan's Harvest.” 

Since this was an online conference that 

was also streamed live on You Tube, the 

department had made arrangements for 

two ISL interpreters for the keynote 

address and the invited speaker's talk to 

enable deaf people to benefit equally from 

the conference. 

Dr. Susan Lobo and a group of interested 

students attended a talk on “Computational 

Poetry” by Israeli computational poet, 

author, and digital artist Eran Hadas. The 

online session organised by Avid Learning on 

1 October 2020 demonstrated how poets 

could use computers to kick-start the 

creative process, stimulate the creative 

imagination, inspire new ideas, generate 

new combinations of words and phrases, and 

devise innovative ways of bringing text and 

image together, to reinvent art in the digital 

age. Hadas himself is a firm believer in the 

idea that “part of us stepping forward with 

technology is being aware of the 

implications of trying to maintain our 

humanity and moral values.” His talk 

created an awareness of an entirely new 

genre of poetry that had come into 

existence riding on the back of digital 

technology.
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The ten-hour skill development course 

conducted by the faculty of the department, 

titled “Looking At and Through Language: A 

Soft Skills Course by the Department of 

English” was held from 9 - 18 February 2021. 

Participants were introduced to a variety of 

language and literature-based topics. 

Etymology of English words and phrases, 

punctuation, making effective speeches, 

nonverbal communication, history of the 

English Language, and using drama to learn 

English – all of these subjects introduced 

students to areas of study that were not a 

part of the prescribed curriculum, thereby 

adding value to the existing syllabus.

The department organized two sessions as a 

part of our efforts to provide the necessary 

career guidance to our students. The first 

session, titled “Introduction to CELTA 

Examination” was conducted by Ms. Eleanor 

Pinto (British Council Certified IELTS Trainer; 

Speech and Drama Trainer; and Freelance 

Writer) on 11 February 2020. Ms. Pinto 

provided a detailed summary of the process 

of acquiring the CELTA degree, an 

internationally accepted qualification for 

language teachers. Our second session titled 

“Careers in ELT” was conducted by             

Dr. Anusha Ramanathan on 18 February 

2020. Associated with TISS, Mumbai for long,           

Dr. Ramanathan gave our students the 

benefit of her vast experience working in 

areas such as curriculum consultancy 

(Centre of Excellence in Teacher Education), 

research assistant, course coordinator, 

content writer, editor, teacher trainer and 

corporate trainer.  Her session on 

“Introduction to Career Opportunities 

outside the Sphere of Teaching” provided an 

overview of the variety of careers open to 

English Literature graduates. On 20 

February 2020, alumnus Mr. Nicol 

Fernandes, with extensive experience in 

teaching in international schools offering IB 

and IGCSE boards, informed the participants 

about what teaching in such schools entails. 

The objective of this session was to make 

students aware that teaching English at the 

school level offered more options than 

seeking employment in SSC, CBSE and ICSE 

schools alone.

The increasing importance of enhancing 

existing one's skills set and knowledge by 

avidly pursuing online courses on portals 

such as MOOC, Coursera and Swayam 

fuelled the need to encourage our students 

to exploit the courses offered. Students 

who had already completed such courses 

were invited to share their experiences of 

studying their respective choice of 

courses. On 8th February 2021, our 

students Diya Rajput (TYBA), Chresann 

D'souza (SYBA) and Shreya Mathur (SYBA) 

conducted a series of presentations across 

all the three years classes of the BA 

department for students who had chosen 

to major in English Literature, in the hope 

that their fellow classmates would be 

inspired enough to register for some 

courses in the coming days.

The department of English held a five-day 
 'Film Week' from 22 - 26March 2021. In these 

sessions conducted over the five days, Dr. 

Preeti Oza and Ms. Shruti Warrier helped to 

raise awareness on the theme of eco-

consciousness among the students. 'Eco-

consciousness' is about making responsible 

use of the world's natural resources and 

ensuring that our actions do not negatively 

impact the planet for the future. Merriam- 

Webster's dictionary defines being eco-

conscious as “marked by or showing concern 
 for the environment.” On 22 March we 
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watched a documentary called “The 11th 

Hour”. Then, on 23M arch we watched a 

documentary called “Tapped” (2009). After 

this documentary, there was a talk given by 

Ms. Lalita Tangirala on Waste Management. In 

this talk, she spoke about the importance of 

segregating waste. She works for an NGO 

which is working for the benefit of the rag 

pickers for better pay and a better working 

environment as well as about increasing the 

employability of the rag pickers in 

corporations in the area of waste 
 management. Then, on 24March we watched 

a documentary called “Documentary: Meat 

the Truth”. The first documentary which was 
 shown on 26 March was “The Boy Who Saw 

More.” Then, the second documentary which 
  was shown on 26 March was “The Weeping 

Apple Tree” (Vijay Jodha). All the participants 

were made more eco-conscious with the 

documentaries shown and discussions held 

throughout the whole event.

On 15 March 2021, the department 

organised a webinar on the topic of the 

correlation between 'Economy and Caste'. 

The talk was conducted by Mr Vishal 

Thakare, a visiting faculty at Centre for 

Labour Studies, School of Management 

and Labour Relations at TISS. He spoke to 

the students on the Indian social system 

and the intricacies of economy being 

based on graded hierarchical principles 

which organises the production process in 

India thereby resulting in caste-based 

division of labour. The talk also looked at 

how the concentration of wealth was 

amongst a certain section of the society 

who determine the mobility of resources 

in the larger cultural sphere.

the APT in sync with the UGC notice F.No.1- 

1/2020 regarding “Mental health and well-

being of students” had prepared a power 

point presentation containing tips and 

important links on mental health care during 

COVID-19.

This power point presentation was displayed 

on the college website and was shared with 

all class teachers so that they could share 

the required information with the students.

This year the department inaugurated its 

activities by conducting the much-awaited 

Bridge Course in Psychology on 5 Oct. 2020. 

This 30-hour course was organized keeping 

in mind the Third year double major 

psychology students planning to do a Masters 

in Psychology.

This course equipped the participants with 

knowledge related to research methodology 

and course content covered in Third year 

single major Psychology, thereby attempting 

to bridge the gap between double major and 

single major psychology students.

Shortly after the commencement of the 

Bridge Course, World Mental Health day (10 

October 2020) was celebrated by floating an 

“Instagram Mental Health Campaign” 

competition, which went on for two months. 

The grand finale was on 10 December 2020. 

Ms. Naomi Ganzu, a Youtuber, brand 
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consultant and a Nutritionist, judged the 

event. As a part of the competition, 

participants created an Instagram page, 

which dealt with different mental health 

problems and made periodic updates about 

the same. By this they attempted to create 

awareness about symptoms and coping 

mechanisms related to various mental 

illnesses and sought to promote wellness 

thereby. Participants covered a wide range 

of contemporary topics in their posts like 

eating disorders, body image, body 

positivity, self- love, addiction depression, 

and  anxiety. 

To promote learning and provide clarity 

about the different fields of psychology, a 

guest lecture by Dr. C. Munshi a practicing 

Clinical psychologist was arranged related 

to “Clinical and Counselling Psychology; 

Therapy and Practice” on 25 January 2021. 

This was followed by an interactive session 

between the second year and third year 

psychology students. This activity was 

designed to help the second year Psychology 

students make an informed choice regarding 

the subjects when they seek admission to 

the third  year. 

Industrial and organisational psychology is 

an important job-oriented subfield of 

Psychology.

A guest lecture on “Human Resources and 

Recruitment” was organized on 30 January 

2021, to enlighten students about the role of 

HR consultants in an organisation.

“TurnCoat”, a debate challenge was 

organised on January 12, 2021. This event  

challenged the participants to “think 

outside the box” in a bipolar way, thereby 

providing an opportunity to improvise and 

debate on a unique and interesting topic, 

‘Are Intelligent People Antisocial?’. Prof. 

Rashna Patel, Head of Dept. of Psychology, 

Wilson College moderated the session with 

her expertise.

The rising epidemic of eating disorders poses 

a serious health problem especially to the 

student population. The Panel Discussion on 

“Eating Disorders” conducted on January 

14, 2021was hence aimed at breaking down 

the barriers of the definition of desired 

‘thinness’ as well as to spread awareness 

about the impending harm to one’s mental 

health and physique. The moderator for this 

event, Dr. Chandrashekhar Gawali, Head of 

Dept. of Human Development at SNDT 

Women’s University concluded the event by 

sharing his views on the same.

Mood disorders by nature cause immense 

disruption to life activities and carry a high 

risk of suicide. Unfortunately, the pandemic 

has triggered this disorder especially among  

adolescents and youth. To give an in-depth 

clinical view on this topic, the APT organised 

a guest lecture on “Mood Disorders” 

specifically for TYBA students, on February 

1, 2021 by Dr. Ankita Mishra, Member of 

Royal College of Psychiatrists, UK.

Films allow us to see the world as another 

person sees it. Keeping this premise in mind, 

the APT inaugurated its first Inter-Collegiate 

event “Cinemania” – an Intercollegiate 

Research Challenge, a team event based on 

a Research Paper and Presentation on any 

one of the Psychology-based movies: 

‘Shutter Island’, ‘Joker’, ‘Talaash’ and 

‘Karthik Calling Karthik’.

On February 18, 2021, 10 teams from 

different colleges competed at this event. 

Prof. Amrin Moger, Head of Dept, BAMMC, 

Guru Nanak College and Mumbai University 
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and Prof. Harshanal Kuveskar, Head of Dept, 

Psychology, Guru Nanak College judged the 

event and declared Wilson College and Royal 

College as the First place and Second place 

winners respectively.

One of the activities of the department 

which students eagerly wait for every year is 

the test administration. This year we carried 

out test administration and understanding 

scoring mechanism of “Emotional Quotient 

test and Big five personality factor test.

This being the year of the pandemic, it 

brought along new challenges, which 

required different skill sets to cope up with. 

In order to equip students with the new 

demands, the department conducted a live 

streaming of meditative sessions related to 

handling anxiety and healing relationships 

on 1 April 2021.

The department organised a one-day 

workshop for students and faculty on’ Art 

Therapy: Through the Social Lens’ on 14 

December 2020. Ms. Ashmi Seth, an alumnus 

of St Andrew’s College was invited as the 

resource person. The workshop laid 

emphasis on the intricacies of Art Therapy 

and the different professions linked with it. 

The workshop included activities to help 

students understand the importance of art 

in life and ways in which to use it to maintain 

a positive approach in life.

The department organised a two- day 

national webinar in collaboration with the 

College Women Development Cell under 

the series ‘Crossroad Identity’ titled 

‘Demystifying Identity Praxis’ on 28 & 29 

January 2021. The webinar highlighted 

issues such as Toxic Masculinity, Gender 

Beyond the Binary, and Youth at 

Crossroads. Ms. Raynah Braganza was 

invited as the resource person. She 

stressed the problem of identity crisis 

during the pandemic. The webinar also 

included a panel discussion by Ms. Urmi 

Jadhav, a transgender activist who spoke 

about the lives of transgender through the 
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lens of the mainstream society. Ms. Daniel 

Mendonca, core founder of IHRI (Intersex 

Human Rights India), shared her 

experience on the hegemonic principle on 

sexuality created by toxic masculinity and 

Dr. Wilona Annunciation, a practicing 

psychiatrist and counsellor, addressed the 

issue of identity crisis among the youth. 

The webinar proved to be an eye-opener 

for the participants as it dealt with the 

social evils of gender inequality and 

identity crisis through the experiences 

shared by those who face it in their day-to-

day lives.

A six-day skill development course on 

‘Research Methodology’ was organised for 

SYBA students from 22-27 February 2021. 

The objective of the course-work was to 

facilitate among the students a scientific 

temper and an objective approach in 

research. The resource persons included 

faculty from the department, Dr. Sujata 

Rajpurkar, Librarian, Ms. Ashmi Seth

Department of Commerce

In October 2020, the Department of 

Commerce organised its very first session 

titled, ‘Create the Perfect Resume and Nail 

the Interview’. The resource person was our 

alumnus Ms. Brinelle Lobo, Asst. Vice 

President, Citi Bank. There were over 297 

T.Y.B.Com. participants. Ms. Lobo began the 

webinar with a question leading to her 

presentation. Ms. Lobo provided tips and 

techniques for better interviews, including 

improvement in body posture, confidence 

and communication skills. The session also 

focused on what needs to be included in an 

effective resume, engaging in relevant small 

talk and a few exercises that lead to an 

effective interview.

In January 2021, the Department of 

Commerce in collaboration with BSE 

organised a webinar, ‘Investors & 

Awareness Program’, by Mr. Amogh 

Gothoskar. 41 students across the F.Y., 

S.Y. & T.Y.B.Com attended the session 

which focussed on different types of 

Mutual Funds. The ‘pay winning’ and 

‘salary spending’ exercise provided an 

effective budgetary framework. Mr. 

Gothoskar even highlighted the need to 

start investing early and invoked 

sensitivity amongst participants on the 

value of money.

This year’s Skill Development Program was 

titled, ‘Business Secrets to Accelerate Your 

Success’, and focussed on the T.Y.B.Com 

students. CA Rajesh Seshadri; Global CFO of 

DHL Global & co- founder & creator of 

Nirmiti Nidra was the resource person. The 

first session on MAFA Syndrome, in January 

2021, saw Mr. Rajesh introducing the 

Eisenhower Matrix. This helped students to 

prioritise their workload, into urgent tasks, 

re- scheduling, delegating or eliminating 

them. In the second session on ‘The Power of 

Focus & The Pain of Procrastination,’ SMART 

goals  were discussed along with 

procrastination and habits. Goal setting, 

habits and distractions and the causes of 

procrastination were highlighted. Session 3 

on ‘The Enchantment of Energy’ began with 

the idea that “Energy follows intention and 

flows with an attention”. The students were 

told how important and necessary it is to be 

physically fit and were also given various 

suggestions about how one can improve the 

same with incline sprints and supplementary 

diet. Later, Mr. Seshadri spoke about the 

difference between the mind and the brain, 

that the conscious mind is 10% includes 

willpower and long-term memory, whereas 

the subconscious mind is 90% and includes 

beliefs, emotions and habits.
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In February 2021, the fourth session on 

Nirmiti Nidra and Stress Management proved 

to be an extremely exciting session. Mr. 

Rajesh explained the theory of Mind, 

learning a skill which includes Unconscious 

Incompetence, Conscious Incompetence, 

Conscious Competence and Unconscious 

Competence. Mr. Seshadri informed the 

students about neural pathways, the 

Autonomic Nervous System, Meditation & 

Myths. Then came the important part of the 

session: a practical example of how to 

manage stress. Students were first given 

instructions on the prerequisite Nirmiti 

Nidra before the session started. The fifth 

session on Personal Finance included the 

Personal Finance Concept, 7 Golden Rules 

f o r  succe s s fu l  Pe r sona l  F i nance  

Management, Finance Plan Components & 

the Thumb Rule to begin with Personal 

Finance. Students were guided about 

savings and the difference between savings 

and investment. In March 2021, the sixth 

session was on ‘The 7 Habits of Highly 

Effective People,’ inspired by the book “The 

7 Habits of Highly Effective People” by 

Stephen R. Covey which speaks about the 

seven habits- Be Proactive, Begin with the 

End in Mind, Put First Things First, Think 

Win-Win, Seek to First Understand then be 

Understood, Synergise and Sharpen the Saw. 

Mr. Seshadri explained the application of the 

7 habits in real life situations and even 

emphasised the need  to make a list of 

activities that would help renew oneself.

The seventh session on ‘The 7 Spiritual 

Laws of Success,’ included the seven Non-

Religious Spiritual Laws which were 

namely- Law of Pure Potentiality, Law of 

Giving, Law of “Karma” or Cause and 

Effect, Law of Least Effort, Law of 

Intention and Desire, Law of Detachment 

and Law of “Dharma” or Purpose in Life. 

The students were told about the 

powerful principles that would help to 

attain self-mastery. In April 2021, the 

eighth session on ‘Enhanced Personal 

Productivity’ explained the importance of 

productivity. Mr. Seshadri explained the 

concept of Total Leadership as a process 

that every person at every level must 

practice. The Total Leadership concept 

encompassed 4 sub- concepts- Personal 

productivity, personal leadership, 

motivational leadership and strategic 

leadership. Mr. Seshadri spoke about the 

importance of having a life plan and 

reviewing one’s goals. He emphasised the   

need to write one’s personal goals and 

explained the power of visualisation.

In May 2021, the penultimate session was 

on “Personal Management Skills” focussing 

on 12 management skills which included 

communicating clearly, managing time, 

making decisions, delegating successfully, 

motivating people, managing teams, 

m a n a g i n g  m e e t i n g s ,  p r e s e n t i n g  

successfully, negotiating successfully, 

interviewing people, managing change and 

minimising stress. He went on to explain 

the importance and application of each 

skill, both in personal and professional life. 

He went on to elaborate the 4A Stress 

Minimisation which includes- Avoid, Alter, 

Accept and Adopt and even demonstrated 

stress minimising tools.

The tenth and final session was on 

“Introduction to Neuro Linguistic 

Programming”. Mr. Seshadri briefed the 

students about the concept of NLP. He 

demonstrated the visible eye accessing cues 

in NLP that helps one person to understand 

the behaviour of another person. He went on 
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to elaborate on the Visual-Auditory and 

Kinaesthetic Representational Systems 

which connect one to one’s subconscious 

mind and help to overcome any type of 

problem. Further, he spoke about the VAK 

Sub-modalities in NLP wherein he showed 

how people can visualise, hear and feel 

situations.

She was accompanied by another member of 

the Accountancy Department, Dr. Jyoti 

Bhatia. The workshop started with a 

welcome address delivered by Mr. Sheldon 

Mascarenhas who also helped coordinate the 

whole event.

The first presenter was Sr. Maggie Rodricks 

from T.Y.B.Com A, Her topic was  “Budget 

2021-2022 what gets cheaper and what gets 

costlier in the midst of the pandemic & 

health and well-being”. She highlighted the 

major points useful for any common man in 

the budget. The increase and decrease of 

prices affects everyone but knowing the 

reasons for sudden increases and decreases 

in the prices creates a sense of 

understandability.

and Statistics 

The Mathematics and Statistics Association 

of St. Andrew’s College organised two events

Library Report 

E-resources orientation and usage 

strategy

The academic year 2020-21 was a highly 

challenging year.

The 

year began with online sessions of 

introduction to e-resources to all third-year 

students of the degree college and the self-

financed courses.  During the sessions 

students were introduced to the N-list 

program, the National Digital Library of India, 

the Directory of open-access books and 

journals, to E-Pgpathashala for course 

content, Shodhganga, and other free websites 

like Project Gutenberg,  PDF drive, Internet 

archive, and  SWAYAM, a portal for online free 

courses. Further, for first-year students, the 

library orientation was conducted along with 

an introduction to online resources. Students 

were motivated to register for the N-list 
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program and NDLI. As a result, this year we 

received a good number of student 

registrations for N-list program.  

Session on Copyright

An online session on 'Overview of Copyright' 

was organized for first-year degree students 

on 5 November 2020. Dr. Sharmila Ghuge, 

Assistant Prof. of Jitendra Law College was 

invited as a resource person.

The Moodle server was updated with 

the latest question papers of all the courses 

and the syllabi. The Digital Library was 

updated with the latest collection. Relevant 

articles and abstracts were added to 

increase prompt retrieval of documents. 

The facility of the table of content service 

for faculty members was continued. RFID 

work, however, is still in progress.  

The Library Best User Award was given to 

two students on the basis of their usage of 

the N-list program. 

New Books added to the collection

355 books were added to the library 
collection this year. Online approval was 
taken from the teachers for the book 
selection. The main feature of the collection 
development this year was the addition of 
special research volumes to the collection, 
taking the total collection of the library to 
more than 46000.

Four of our very own St. Andrew’s UNESCO 

Chair Alumni, namely, Josephine Makuden, 

Priya Chacko, Shabana Shaikh and Siddhant 

Sinha from New Zealand, Dubai, Spain and 

Canada respectively, were invited to get 

together on a common platform and share 

stories about the stumbling blocks that they 

faced in their journey towards their own 

career goals. It enlightened the students 

with the cultural aspects of each of the 

countries and their struggle towards 

acculturization, while also highlighting a 

more realistic image of career and job 

opportunities in contrast to the otherwise 

rosy picture that often misleads students. 

Visually transformative, movies take us to 

places we wouldn't usually go to. We often 

end up living vicariously through different 

movies and the movie ‘Kaksparsha’, the 

regional gem, is one such movie. Lamenting 

upon the regressive Maharashtrian Society, 

the movie presents its audiences with vivid 

contrasts between today's society and the 

one back then.

The pandemic, posed a serious 

challenge to various extraordinary 

individuals ranging from a diverse set from 

administrators, doctors to even ordinary 

teachers. People evolved innovative ways to 

provide caring and affordable services to 

those in need. This year there was a plethora 

of eminent reputed six international and 

nine national speakers. The symposium

Rafael Suares Gonsalves, 

spoke about Covid 19 and the forms of social 

resistance in the Rio favelas. Other speakers 

discussed environmental issues which had an 

impact on our surroundings, e.g. Dr Galina 

Fomina,  Director  of  the RANEPA 

International Financial Diplomacy spoke 

about “Green economy and the culture of 

life”.  Mr. Anil Patil, Chairman, Maharashtra 

Vikas Kendra enlightened us on “Water 

resource management in drought prone 

areas”. Dr Rajesh Tandon, who in addition to 

being the founder of PRIA is also the UNESCO 

Co-Chair of Community-based Research and 

Social responsibility, raised awareness about 

the plight of Migrant workers, based on his 

extensive study and research on them. Ms.

Buddhist response to the pandemic, Bhante 

Prashil Ratna Gautam, President of the 

SangaKhaya Foundation was invited to 

speak. Thereafter Professor Ajit Seshadri, a 

Marine Engineer with 50 years of service 

from Vels university,   spoke about ‘The 

adaptation in various communities post 

pandemic - Environmental perspective’. Ms. 

Kamala Ganesh, former Professor and Head 

of the Sociology Department at St. Xavier’s 

college, author of various notable books, 

spoke about Gender Equality during the 

pandemic. Approaching the end, our final 

speaker for the symposium was the frontline 

warrior Dr. Rosemarie D’souza, a Professor of 

Medicine and in charge of the Medical

Change Mitigation and Adaption, Ecological 

Footprints and Renewable Energy 

Technologies.

Together with lectures, Paper 4 covered 

Project Work. Every student was asked to 

write a short project work. The teachers 

were guiding their projects. 

Earlier the students had already covered 

various components such as a paper on 

Culture ;  Inter-cultural skills ,  Conflict 

resolutions ,  Developing Cultural  

Intelligence , Basic and Foundational Beliefs 

of Different Religions and  various debates 

on Sustainable Development . 

Fifteen students were awarded the PG 

Diploma during this academic year 2020-

2021.   This programme is a collaborative 

venture of three Academic Centres, St. 

Andrew’s College, Nirmal Niketan: 

Postgraduate Research Centre and college in 

social work and the Institute of Indian 

culture; Postgraduate Research in 

Anthropology and Sociology. 

Hope on the Wheels

Nonformal Education in the slums of 

Jogeshwari and Andheri are located in the 

North-West Suburb of Mumbai. There are 

several slums located in these areas. Plenty 

of children roam here and there without 

going to school. These children do not have 

proper clothes and financial means to study 

in formal schools. At the request of Advocate 

Mr. Giuseppe Musumeci, the Chairholder of 

UNESCO Chair at St. Andrew’s College, we 

began to collaborate with the NGO known as 

Hope on the Wheels. Dr. Marimuthu, runs 

this NGO. He began gathering the wandering 

children at Jogeswari slums and began to 

arrange a makeshift temporary shed to 

educate these children by appointing a 

teacher to teach these children to count 

numbers and to learn alphabets of Hindi, 

Marathi and English. A lot of children 

responded this initiative could not be 

continued during rainy season. Knowing this 

well Dr. Marimuthu devised a long bus with 

educational facilities. We began to 

collaborate with Dr. Marimuthu to continue 

this mission of non-formal education in the 

bus during the rainy season. The bus, named 

“Hope on the Wheels”, shifted from one 

slum to another at Jogeshwari and Andheri 

East, collecting children and giving them the 

basic Non-formal education. This mission 

continues. By this collaboration, the 

UNESCO activities of St. Andrew’s College is 

involved in Non-formal education of slum 

children.

Mr.  Michael Rodrigues offered the first 

session of the series on ‘Building Resilience’ 

on 22 February 2021. Mr. Rodrigues, a 

Bachelor of Engineering who is currently 

pursuing his Masters in Psychology also has 

two decades of corporate experience. He 

explained the role of hormones and 

neurotransmitters and how they consist of 

the physiological reactions to stressful 

stimuli. He went on to explain the role of 

emotions, and how one can begin to 

understand one’s bodily reactions and gain 

control over emotions. He explained various 

behavioural techniques and strategies that 

would increase resilience.

Mr. Gavin Rego offered two sessions on 

‘Goal Building’ and ‘Time Management’ on 

24 and 26 February 2021, respectively. A 

trainer and master practitioner for NLP & 

Behavioural Skills, Mr. Rego is also a 

c e r t i f i e d  A s s o c i a t e  C o a c h  C o r e  

Transformation (NLP India), a trained 

interpreter of the Predictive Index, lead 

auditor for ISO 9001:2000 and a Six Sigma 

green belt. He has 18 years of work 

experience and his forte is his ability to 

connect with individuals of various 

backgrounds and bring out the best in 

them. He is the founder of ‘Empower 

Minds’, which is a company that offers NLP 

and Behavioural Skills trainings. The 

purpose of his two sessions was to 

emphasise the importance of ‘Self-

Discipline’ as a crucial life skill. He spoke 

of the importance of goals, and provided 

various strategic tools for setting the right 

goals in life. In the next session he spoke 

about time management, and provided for 

various behavioural strategies to maximise 

the utility of time and plan time 

effectively. 

Ms. Priti Chopra offered three sessions on 

‘Managing Stress and Anxiety’, ‘Effective 

C o m m u n i c a t i o n ’  a n d  ‘ B u i l d i n g  

Assertiveness’ on 9, 12 and 13 March, 2021 

respectively. Ms. Chopra is a Computer 

Engineer with an MBA degree, but decided to 

pursue her passion for subjects of 

psychology and went on to train herself in 

different psychotherapy tools and 

modalities. She is a Master NLP (Neuro-

Linguistic Programming Language), 

Advanced Gestalt Practitioner, Life and 

Business Coach, to name a few. She has 17 

years of experience working in different 

roles. The first session focused on enabling 

our students to manage their anxiety 

effectively. The second and third session 

were oriented towards building effective 

communication techniques and styles, 

which would help them express themselves 

and their needs, while also keeping in mind 

other people’s needs and feelings.

Social Outreach Programme 

(Degree -Aided College) 

The Social Outreach Programme (SOP) in 

the Academic Year 2020-21 for degree 

col lege SYBA/BCOM students was 

conducted on an Online mode due to the 

Covid 19 pandemic. Our implementing 

partner Ms. Deepika Singh helped us in 

designing the modules and implementing 

the online mode of SOP. For this purpose 

an MOU was entered between Deepika 

Singh and the College. 18 SOP modules 

were designed by Ms. Deepika Singh 

which included themes such as Each One 

Teach One, Helping Aged, Covid 19 issues, 

Climate Change issues, Farm Laws and 

Anti Ragging.

An online orientation programme was held 

for SYBCOM students in the last week of 

November, 2020 and for SYBA students in the 

first week of December, 2020 by the Profs. in 

Charge. Due to examination scheduled in 

December, an orientation by Ms. Deepika 

Singh was held on January 6, 2021. At the 

orientation, students were informed about 

the SOP and detailed guidelines for 

completing online SOP were given to 

students.

After the orientation, students were asked 

to enroll for the SOP by selecting one theme 

from the modules designed by Deepika. 

Students were divided into groups of 15 from 

each division, according to the theme 

selected by them.

Some students 

had difficulties in doing their SOP which 

were resolved by Profs. in charge and Ms 

Deepika Singh. The students were asked 

to complete their SOP by 25 March, 2021 

and submit reports and documentation 

through email to the Profs. in Charge.

Another virtual meeting was held on 26 

March, 2021 at 2 pm with students of 

SYBA/BCom to solve their doubts regarding 
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completion of SOP and submission of 

reports. Both Prof. Kevin Miranda and Ms 

Deepika Singh attended the meeting and 

answered various queries and doubts raised 

by students from completion of SOP 

programme to writing and submission of 

reports. Those students who needed time to 

complete and submit to SOP reports were 

given an extension up to 31March, 2021. 

Out of the 491 students who enrolled for 

SOP, 471 students have submitted their SOP 

reports.

Mario 

Mendes, helped us in designing the SOP for 

this year. The college signed an MOU with 

the Centre for Social Action and an online 

orientation program was held for students 

on 13 & 14 January, 2021 by the Professors-

In-Charge & Centre for Social Action team. 

The Centre for Social Action team prepared 

an outline of the program, identified 

groups across the DI, Raigad, and Mumbai 

which had network connectivity. Groups 

like Self Help, English Language Class 

(ELC), Financial Empowerment Program, 
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Farmers Group, Domestic Workers, Bal 

Sabha, Gavki, Livelihood & Digital Literacy. 

In all, there were 66 groups with 5 students 

each. The online SOP programme began on 

18 January 2021 with all 327 students 

enrolled for SOP.

Through Google meet, students were given 2 

hours to complete each task such as the Plan 

Of Action Group type specific Orientation,  

Needs assessment with the CSA group and 

preparing sessions for the group. Other 

activities took up 12 hours & Report and 

Documentation accounted for 2 hours. A 

Google form and task tracker were 

implemented by the CSA team to keep track 

of the activities done by the students. Each 

group member at the end of the session had 

to enter their work completed for that 

particular session. 

Some of the activities included Teaching 

Online Sessions on topics such as health & 

Hygiene, Mobile Addiction for the BAL SABHA 

group, Teaching on Topics such as Four-

letter words formation with vowels "a",”e” 

and “i”, reading & writing these words, 

Counting numbers from 1-50 for the English 

Language Class group, Working on Smart 

Village ideas with Digital literacy for 

children in Degoan for the Digital Literacy 

group, need assessment session with Dedhan 

group, explanation of business ideas, 

explanation of book keeping and 

management for the Self Help group, 

preparation for SHG module and money 

management, online teaching sessions 

based on Needs assessment livelihood 

group, conducted interactive sessions based 

on module study and financial planning, 

budgeting, banking services and money 

management for the Livelihood group, 

online sessions on importance of banking 

activities for the Domestic Workers group, 

online sessions on Government schemes, 

Market Explore, Banking services , Types of 

Accounts , Types of Loans, Importance of 

saving account, KYC, Cheques and Slip, 

Branding, Packaging, hygiene, weight 

measure, Transportation for the Farmers 

group, online session on Banking services, 

Government insurance schemes, Financial 

Diary Planner and Ponzi SCHEME for the 

Financial Empowerment Program group.

Value Education (Degree 

College, Aided)

St. Andrew’s College has always given 

utmost importance to the all-round 

development of students and we never leave 

any stone unturned for them to gain 

knowledge and experience. We endeavour 

to motivate them and be a pillar of support 

for our students, beyond just academics. 

The value education sessions are another 

such example. Every year, the Value 

Education programme engages excellent 

speakers and students have consistently 

found such session to be motivating and 

helpful. 

This year, we had three prominent speakers 

who covered a variety of topics, broadly 

based on motivation and personality 

development. Our first speaker, Mr. Gavin 

Rego, who is an NLP Practitioner himself, 

took four sessions and covered topics on 

Goal setting, Interview Insights, Time 

Management & Introduction to NLP. Our 

next speaker,  Mr. Michael Rodrigues,

conducted three sessions on the topics of 

Building Resilience, Anger Management, & 

Care-frontation. Mrs. Priti Chopra  

enlightened the students on topics such as 

Mastering Assertiveness, Effective 

Communication & Managing Conflicts at 

the Workplace. The speakers were 

consistently upbeat,  positive and created 

an interactive environment.

Mr. Gavin Rego, session on  Goal Setting

included how goal setting is important in our 

path to success and how it makes it easier to 

achieve our goals. His fun, informative and 

interactive session included many videos, 

open-ended discussion about the difference 

between dreams and goals and student 
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shares about their understanding of goals 

and dreams. He talked about how the goals 

need to be SMART – Specific, Measurable, 

Achievable, Relevant and Time bound. He 

also mentioned how Ecology check and 

Resources are also very important and this 

makes the goals SMARTER. 

Mr. Michael Rodrigues encouraged students 

to look at the topic from various angles. 

Resilience is an abstract and a motivational 

concept, which if built properly, can show us 

great results. He also mentioned how 

emotions, thoughts and triggers affect our 

relations with others and result in 

subjective, expressive and physiological 

outcomes. He stressed on the fact that in 

order to grow, we sometimes need to go 

through some episodes of failure in life, 

learning from failures is the best way to 

build resilience. 

Our next session was on Mastering 

assertiveness held by Mrs. Priti Chopra. She 

made sure to first explain the concept of 

assertiveness and the line between being 

passive and being aggressive, either while 

being vocal about our opinions, making a 

decision or addressing the needs of others. 

She explained how we need to set healthy 

boundaries for ourselves and for the people 

involved in various life situations. These 

boundaries must take into consideration the 

qualities of basic respect, privacy, time and 

personal freedom. She explained our rights 

and responsibilities and the need to stand up 

for our rights and respect the rights of 

others, to be heard and acknowledged. 

Students’ queries on how to start an 

interview, how to answer questions 

mindfully, etc. were cleared by Mr. Gavin 

Rego in his next session on Interview 

Insights. The session was divided into four 

parts- Before the Interview, On the 

Interview Day, In the Interview Room and 

After the Interview. He also explained that 

the resume is your first tool to market 

yourself. Your skills are your product, your 

resume is the print ad and your interview is 

the television commercial.

The next session was on Effective 

communication, and was conducted by Mrs. 

Priti Chopra. The topic covered various 

aspects related to communication and its 

importance. She also talked about how 

communication is not just the words that we 

speak out, but it’s much more than that. In 

fact, words only make up 7% of the 

communication, along with body language 

(55%) and voice or tonality (38%). She talked 

how rapport building is very important in 

order to carry out an effect ive 

communication. She also mentioned that we 

must not defend, but describe our feelings 

using effective communication. The next 

session was on by Mr. Anger management 

Michael Rodrigues where he talked about 

how anger as a feeling is experienced by 

everyone and we shall learn how to become 

aware of one’s anger, understand its 

physiological effect on the body, techniques 

to manage anger and use it in a constructive 

way. The goal of anger management is to 

reduce both your emotional feelings and the 

physiological arousal that causes anger. You 

can't get rid of, or avoid, the things or the 

people that enrage you, nor can you change 

them, but you can learn to control your 

anger and can use it in a constructive way as 

it pushes us towards achieving our goals 

without resting. 

The next session was on Mastering conflicts 

at workplace by Mrs. Priti Chopra. She 

talked about how a workplace is an 
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organization with many people and thus 

conflicts tend to take place. Difference in 

opinion, misunderstandings etc. can be few 

of the many reasons why conflicts would 

take place. In order to avoid such situations 

at workplace, one must always consider 

their colleagues’ opinions and respect 

everyone at whatever position the person is. 

Cooperation and effective communication 

are the tools to running an organisation 

smoothly. The was Care-frontation session 

conducted by Mr. Michael Rodrigues. This 

promotes the idea that one must confront 

what they feel, but in a caring way, so the 

person we are confronting to is not hurt or 

doesn’t misunderstand us. Our second last 

session was on  and Mr. Time management

Rego spoke about the 80/20 rule. 20% efforts 

give out 80% result and how 80% efforts 

result in 20% results. He spoke about the 

urgent/important matrix, nine ways to 

overcome procrastination and how to create 

a ‘to-do’ list every Sunday. He also explained 

to us how it is important to have goals, 

otherwise why are we Managing our time? 

The last session also conducted by Mr Gavin 

was an  He explained the Introduction to NLP.

concept of Neuro Linguistic Programming, 

how it is a simple, yet skilful method for 

studying what goes on inside an individual, 

the processes people use to build their 

unique, distinctive maps or models of the 

world. How we see the world, whether it is a 

bed of roses or just thorns. He explained how 

the conscious mind is the gardener and the 

unconscious mind is the garden. The power 

comes from the conscious, so everything 

depends on what we feed our mind.

As it is said that wisdom is the reward of 

experience and should be shared, we are 

very fortunate that we have such eminent 

speakers who share their wisdom and 

experience with us. These sessions were 

very interactive, interesting and ideal as we 

prepare to look ahead after college. The 

students were very thankful to the 

prominent and amazing speakers who 

shared so many of their experiences and 

imparted their knowledge onto us.

A series of sessions were conducted during 

this academic year. On 28 January 2021, a 

session on Resilience was conducted by Dr. 

Sukhmeet Kalsi, (CEO and Founder Aspen 

Life Coaching, Counselling Psychologist, 

Goal Setting Coach and Mind Crafting 

Coach), who summarized the science of 

resilience and helped the students 

understand the art of supportive 

relationships and enhanced active skill 

building to adjust to change. On 11 February 

2021, a session on Stress Management was 

conducted by Mr. Job Cornel ius,  

(Entrepreneur and founder of Trinity Global 

Services), who helped the students to 
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understand the importance of stress 

management and suggested measures which 

can help them in managing stress, increase 

concentration and decrease anxiety.

On 25 February 2021, a session on 

“Education and Comprehensive Career 

Guidance” was conducted by Dr. Jinesh Shah 

(practicing Chartered Accountant, 

Academician, Mentor, Counsellor and an 

Author) who inspired and guided the 

students in terms of career opportunities in 

various fields. It gave the students an insight 

on profile building and enhancement, and a 

clear vision of the roadmap ahead.

Value based education shapes the future of 

the students and adds purpose to their life. 

It helps them to learn the right way to live 

their life.

Theology Course

The Theology sessions were conducted 

online under the guidance of Rev. Fr. Ashwin 

Castellino, a renowned priest in our diocese 

and a champion of the youth. 

The sessions began on 22 January 2021 and 

the topic for the first session was the 

Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist. The 

importance of the Holy Eucharist and a step 

wise explanation of the Mass was given to us. 

The necessity to believe in the real presence 

of Jesus in the Eucharist, the miracles that 

can take place in the Eucharist, how 

important it is to frequent the Eucharist and 

how we should prepare our hearts for the 

Eucharist were all conveyed to us.

The Second Session on 5 February, focused 

on Faith. How important it is to understand 

our faith, to nurture it and make it stronger. 

Why is that persecution occurs and how do 

we overcome the same. The best example of 

faith was Mother Mary who stood firm and 

overcame many sufferings as she had strong 

faith in God. This session also touched on 

aspects to remain rooted in Christ.

The Third, Fourth and Fifth session 

conducted on 12 February, 26 February and 

12 March were on Understanding Dating 

and Relationships from the Catholic 

perspective. The misconception that 

dating is a Sin or should not be accepted in 

our society, was cleared. We discussed 

what the church has to say about dating 

and relationships. We got to know that it is 

good to know a person and make new 

friends, develop new relationships, but to 

keep in mind the boundary line. In many 

cases it is essential to undergo the process 

of dating as is important to know the 

person well before getting into a 

committed relationship. Relationships 

need not always mean having Physical 

intimacy but understanding the other 

person’s perspective and to develop one’s 

character. We, who are still students, 

should focus on studying and finding our 

way as young people. Fr Ashwin further 

addressed three aspects that we should 

keep in mind while dating, viz. what is our 

purpose, our calling and where do we see 

ourselves in the next few years? We 

analyzed a few case studies to ascertain 

what one can do in different situations.

The last session, held on 26 March, was on 

C o n f e s s i o n s .  We  d i s c u s s e d  t h e  

importance of Confession, how important 

it is to frequent the sacrament, to believe 

that Jesus takes the place of the priest 

when in the confession and that the Sins 

revealed to the priest once absolved, are 

forgiven and forgotten. The priest will 
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and should not disclose one’s sins to 

another individual. Priests and the Pope 

themselves must receive the sacrament 

through the help of other priests. True 

healing may take place only after a 

genuine confession.

College Women Development 

Cell (CWDC)

The University of Mumbai set up the 

University Women Development Cell 

(UWDC) in 2001, in response to the Vishaka 

judgment passed by the Supreme Court in 

1997. The main objective of this cell is to 

make the University gender sensitive. The 

College Women Development Cell (CWDC) of 

the college is constituted as per the 

directive of University of Mumbai. Its main 

objective is to sensitise students to the 

issues related to gender.

St. Andrew’s College Women Development 

Cell organised a series of webinars and 

workshops to help students gain insight on 

the intricacies of gender. A one-Day National 

webinar was oragnised in collaboration with 

the University Women’s Development Cell 

on 10 June 2020, on ‘Impact and Role of 

Religious Minorities’,  part of a three-day 

National Webinar Series, ‘Gender Equity and 

COVID-19’: Perspective from the Margins�. 

Dr. Christine Nathan was invited as the 

resource person and she shared her 

expertise on how the current Covid 19 

pandemic has disrupted normalcy in society, 

while subtly exposing the inequalities faced 

by religious minorities and women who are 

at the extreme end of protection. The 

resource person asserted that in times of 

crisis, when resources are strained and 

institutional capacity is limited, women and 

girls face a disproportionate impact with far 

reaching consequences that are only further 

amplified in contexts of fragility, conflict, 

and emergencies. An  inclusive model will 

help in setting a foot-print, based on 

equality and respect for the next 

generation. The session was an eye opener 
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for many participants as the topic dealt with 

the contemporary situation of people who 

are struggling to survive during the 

pandemic stage. 

The CWDC in collaboration with the Red Dot 

Foundation conducted a workshop on ‘Be a 

Cyber Saathi’ on 28 November 2020. Ms 

Marissa Borges, (Head, Red Dot Foundation), 

and Ms. NoelleAnn Park, (Advocate, Bombay 

High Court), were invited as the resource 

persons. The objective of the workshop was 

to sensitise students to topics such as 

Gender Sensitivity, gender roles, biases and 

stereotypes and how they influence 

behaviour in the online space. The resource 

persons also addressed the various types of 

online cybercrimes affecting children and 

young adults, as well as the remedies 

available to victims of cybercrimes. The 

workshop allowed students to understand 

the intensity of cybercrime and the legal 

implications that protect the rights of 

victims of cybercrime. 

A Two-Day National Webinar in collaboration 

with the Department of Sociology was 

organised under the series ‘Crossroad 

Identity’, titled ‘Demystifying Identity 

Praxis’, on 28 & 29 January 2021. Adv. 

Kamayani, a Human Rights lawyer and 

activist on the farmer’s protest was invited 

as the resource person. Advo. Kamayani 

shared her expertise on identity crisis of the 

marginalised and vulnerable groups, the 

violation of their basic human rights 

especially during the time of the pandemic. 

The webinar also included student’s 

presentations on topics like Toxic 

Masculinity, Harassment against Men, 

Identity crisis among the Youth and Marital 

Rape. The objective of the presentations 

was to provide the students a platform to 

voice their opinion on the social evils of 

gender inequality and the various legal 

mechanisms to combat the social problem in 

the society.

An orientation programme was conducted on 

22 October, 2020, for the registered students 

of the Department of Lifelong Learning and 

Extension (DLLE) unit.

The participants 

were introduced to their respective faculty 

and student managers, followed by the list of 

activities that were conducted in previous 

years. They then recieved details about the

An online workshop was conducted on the 

Google Meet platform, by MGNCRE, on the 

topic “Social Entrepreneurship, Swachata 

and Rural Engagement” on 23 October. The 

session discussed the evolution of social 

entrepreneurship, explained the concept of 

social entrepreneurs and listed a few 

reputed social entrepreneurs. Several 

videos regarding the topic were also shown. 

Later, on 9 November, First Term Training 

was conducted by the Department of 

Lifelong Learning and Extension, University 

of Mumbai. The session covered the

the list of activities to be performed. On 28 

November 2020, an online session via Zoom 

was conducted for the DLLE participants on 

the topic, “Failure is the Building Block to 

Success''.

Later during the session, the participants 

were put into break-out rooms to discuss the 

general perception of our identity. The 

session was ended with a volunteer of Every 

Nation India sharing their contact details for 

the participants to get in touch with the 

organization, in case of any queries or 

guidance. On 8 January 2021, the students 

attended a Webinar, on the Zoom platform, 

on the topic “Social Responsibility and the 

Role of the Youth”. The speaker of the 

Webinar was Mr. Ameya Mahajan. He asked 

the participants to be actively involved in 

doing the activities that invoke our social 

responsibility as youth towards society. A 

Webinar was conducted on the Zoom 

platform on “Convert Your Dreams into 

Reality”, by Mr. Anand Kumar on 9 January, 

2021. He explained in detail the relationship 

between our thinking pattern and our 

achievement of goals. He spoke about the 

importance of having a vision board for 

achieving our goals. On 11 January 2021, an 

online session on the Zoom platform was 

organized on “Personality Development” 

which was conducted by Professor Sahil 

Naik. He guided the participants on how 

important it is to make a good first 

impression, body postures and their 

interpretations. 

On the occasion of Road Safety Week, on 13 

January 2021, the students participated in a 

digital poster making activity to bring 

awareness about road safety. Later, Chef 

Akshata Shenoy conducted a live session on 

Zoom on “Basic Bakery Skills” for the 

students on 19 January 2021. In the two-

hour session, she taught us how to bake 

brownies and chocolate chip cookies. The 

DLLE students attended an online session on 

4 February, 2021, on the topic “Password 

Cracking and Preventions”. The speaker for 

the session was Mr. Rizwan Shaikh. The 

students were shown how to use strong 

passwords and ways and means to protect 

these passwords. To mark the occasion of 

International Women’s Day, on 8 March, 

2021, the DLLE students took part in an 

activity named “Flavours of Sweetness” by 

preparing a dessert and sharing it with the 

women in their family. Prof. Savina Shenoy 

conducted a Webinar, “Session on Women 

Entrepreneurship”, on 9 March, 2021. She 

showed videos of different famous women 

personalities like M. Kamalathal, Uppma 

Virdi, and Sudha Murthy, among others, and 

encouraged the students to become 

Entrepreneurs. On 14 March 2021, an 

activity on CSR, in Collaboration with the E-

Cell and NSS unit of the college, was 

conducted.

Achieving academic goals and being well 

balanced individuals by managing emotions, 

feelings and thoughts thereby, ensure that 

they evolve as the most sort after people in 

their respective fields.

St. Andrew’s Model United 

Nations 

The SMUN Conference began with an 

Opening Ceremony in which our Vice-

Principal  Dr. Charmaine Braganza provided 

an insight about SAMUN. Our Secretary 

General, Sanjay Prajapa, then welcomed all 

the Executive Board members and the 

delegates to the conference. The First 

Session of the UNSC started at 10:00 am with 

the delegate of Pakistan accusing India of 

illegally acquiring Kashmir and denying the 

people human rights. Pakistan believed that 

if they controlled Kashmir, they would be 

able to do better things for the people. The 

delegate of Germany raised the Indo-China 

border issue and defended USA sending 

troops to Middle East to curb terrorism, 

while China accused it of the same. The 

delegate of the UK made a suggestion to 

replace US troops with UN troops. China 

believed that investing in the Middle East 

would help them economically while 

Germany opposed it, saying that China only 

wanted to exploit its resources. China also 

proposed a treaty to Asian countries to form 

an Asian Union to have better understanding 

and co-operation among them. Germany 

believed that China would only use this to 

emerge as a superpower, which was denied 

by China. A motion was put forward for the 

GSL i.e General Speaker List, by China to 

“Discuss the current agenda of the 

committee”. Vietnam came up with the 

issue of the South-China sea, where China 

claimed it to be theirs and thus, had 

increased military security near it. Palestine 

highlighted the border issue between Israel 

and itself and hoped that the UN would take 

up this issue and include them in the 

discussions.

The motion of the second module was put 

forth by Germany regarding the illegal entry 

of refugees in Germany. The fourth session 

began with the delegates presenting their 

working papers. The delegate of China 

explained the working paper to the 

executive board and the other delegates. 

The second paper was presented by the 

delegates of the UK and Vietnam. After that, 

the voting for resolutions began. After 

voting, the resolution was passed in favour 

of Working Paper 1.1. 

The 1st session of UNHRC began by a motion 

raised by the delegate of the USA on- 

“Guiding the security of the country while 

accepting refugees”. This animated 

discussions saw the USA explaining that their 

country goes through a process of screenings 

and other procedures for security, and 

preserving rights. This was followed by 

energetic cross-questioning but the 
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delegate of the USA was articulate and 

confident with her views and points. The 

Somalia delegate raised a  great point that, 

“Youth is a major part, ignoring them is not 

favorable”. The same delegate also threw 

some light on the difference between 

migrants and refugees and stated, “We 

believe in enhancing skills and giving a ray of 

hope to refugees”.

A question was put up by the Executive 

board to the delegate of the USA countering 

her stance that there is no discrimination in 

their country, but still it was visible in the 

case of GEORGE FLOYD.

The other sessions also took interesting 

turns on topics such as “Creating awareness 

for Citizenship Rights to Refugees, making 

them aware of their rights.” 

The 3rd session was started by the delegate 

of DRC putting forward the motion, 

“Resolution to develop policies allowing 

refugees an alternative means to attain 

citizenship for refugees”. This created some 

friction between the USA and CONGO 

delegates. Saudi Arabia took charge of the 

discussion, his country from the accusation 

of promoting cruelty, having cruel and 

inhuman laws. The last motion was by the 

USA on “REFUGEE WOMEN”. All the nations’ 

delegates were sensitive and practical. The 

Executive offered many views regarding 

refugees and affirmative action. Before the 

final session ended, the Executive board 

members emphasized the importance of, 

“living in a peaceful world, having 

comprehensive brotherhood”.

The SMUN conference enabled the delegates 

to learn new things about the world and 

expand their world-view. Although the 

conference happened virtually, it was an 

important step toward becoming global 

citizens. The wonderful EB members 

generously and patiently handled the meet 

and their immense knowledge provided a 

steady stream of interesting facts for the 

delegates. Dr. Preeti Oza gave the 

concluding speech at closing ceremony. The 

Executive board also spoke a few words, the 

winners for all the committees were 

declared and the session officially ended 

with a closing declaration.

The session conducted by Dr. Subhasree Nag 

of Clarivate, Bangalore was on the topic 

‘Take your Research to the Next Level – Web 

of Science’. She deliberated on the 

relevance of journal impact factor and how 

to select a good journal for publication. 

Further, she displayed the Web of science 

master journal list and urged participants to 

use this list for the selection of journals for 

publication. 

Dr. Sushama Powdwal, former University 

Librarian of SNDT Women’s University, 

Mumbai,  discussed the importance of 

Ethics in Research and Publication in her 

session on ‘Publication Ethics and UGC 

CARE list. The former part of her session 

focussed on plagiarism, ( types of 

plagiarism including self-plagiarism),  

importance of academic integrity and 

informed consent in research and 

publication misconduct. The latter part 

included a detailed explanation on the 

genesis of UGC CARE list, registration on 

the UGC CARE list site, and listing of 

journals and how to search in the list.

Deepa Pawar, a member of the Gadiya Lohar 

nomadic tribe herself and founder of 

Anubhuti Trust. Ms. Pawar spoke about the 

history of abuse and the ostracization faced 

by Denotified tribes in India since pre-

independence times. She also spoke about 

the challenges faced by nomadic tribes with 

reference to her own example. She stressed 

the need for change in thinking, educational 

literature and social perceptions towards 

these communities. 

With the purpose of creating accessible and 

‘user-friendly’ services and support systems 

for our students and staff, the cell provided an 

ISL (Indian Sign Language) interpreter for the 

English Department International Conference 

on ‘The Possible and Impossible Worlds of 

Science Fiction’ held on 11-12 September 

2020 and for a guest lecture on ‘Kpop as 

Transcultural Media Industry’ on 26 
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November 2020. Ms. Tincy Makson Benjamin 

was our ISL interpreter on both occasions, 

and helped us initiate our first step towards 

building a more inclusive space for the 

disabled. A group of student volunteers also 

provided an access document for any d/Deaf 

or Hard of Hearing (HoH) attendees by 

providing summaries of the papers 

presented as well as the question-and-

answer session that followed the 

presentations. 

Dr. Sam Taraporevala from Xavier’s Resource 

Centre for the Visually Challenged (XRCVC) 

contacted the EOC to conduct the third year 

of Antarchakshu 2.0 on campus. On account 

of the covid situation, the workshop was 

held online on Zoom. The workshops helped 

to address commonly held misconceptions 

about visual disabilities, to normalise 

access, and to raise awareness around 

support systems. Our FYBA students 

attended this workshop and found it to be an 

eye-opening workshop.

Two SYBA students, Mr. Hritik Lalan and Ms.

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Animal Farm by George Orwell – A Book Review 

Animal Farm by George Orwell is an 

allegorical novel based on the Russian 

Revolution of 1917. Orwell's purpose in 

writing this novel was to help us understand 

the Revolution in a simple manner, whether 

the reader is a child or an adult. A brief 

knowledge of the event does help in 

identifying the historical persons the 

characters were based on, the different 

events and ideas that are showcased 

throughout the plot. By the end of the novel, 

the reader learns how the Russian 

Revolution came to be. 

The story of Animal Farm unfolds in the 

heart of the countryside, at a farm, named 

Manor Farm, handled by Mr. Jones and his 

men. Despite being the owner, Mr. Jones is 

far from responsible or gentle with the 

animals. This creates strong resentment 

amongst the animals towards Mr. Jones and 

his indifferent ways. Before passing away, 

Old Major, a wise and old boar, proposes a 

version of 'The Animal Dream' and a set of 

'Commandments' for the animals to abide 

by. The animals live by the motto, “Four 

legs good, two legs bad” which is set as the 

primary commandment of “Animalism”. 

Old Major gives them hope, and a dream of 

living freely in an equal society which 

sparks a flame amongst them, a flame that 

is finally set ablaze by Mr. Jones' 

mistreatment of them. Throughout their 

period of freshly found independence from 

their human abusers, the animals create 

and follow a fairly democratic system. The 

importance of their roles is dependent on 

their level of intelligence, making the pigs 

in charge of the management. For a while, 

this utopian Animal Farm was one that the 

other animals could only dream of. But 

that was only a façade put forth by the 

supposed leaders of the farm, Napoleon 

and Snowball. Under the pretence of 

undergoing extreme hard work to create an 

equal society, the pigs steal milk, apples, 

young puppies from their mothers and find 

comfort in the once banned farmhouse. 

The rest of the animals fall victim to this 

misfortune due to the pigs being able to 

outsmart them by simple knowledge, 

manipulation and lies. 

However, this is not the only shortcoming 

that the animals face over time at the farm. 

Napoleon and Snowball eventually develop a 

power struggle, making this a turning point 

in the plot. With his tactics Napoleon drives 

out his only opponent, Snowball. Free to 

now govern the farm in the manner he 

wishes to, Napoleon restricts the liberties of 

the animals. His right hand pig, Squealer, 

manages to manipulate the animals into 

thinking that everything is for their own 

good. This continues day by day, and the 

animals continue to work in miserable 

conditions. A clear example of this would be 

how a horse, Boxer, and the rest of the 

animals work to near-death situations in 

order to prove their loyalty to Napoleon. In 

the end, Boxer is not rewarded for his 

loyalty. Napoleon had managed to 

successfully create fear, use power and 

manipulation to let a once free and innocent 

dream burn down in the flames of corruption 

and selfishness. The primary commandment 

was no longer the same, now it was “all 

animals are created equal, but some more 

than others.” The novel ends with the image 

of the dumbfounded animals, who cannot 
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tell the difference between the pigs and the 

humans they once deemed evil. 

Orwell manages to highlight human 

behaviour, bringing to life themes of power 

struggle, manipulation, and corruption 

throughout the novel. Although the Russian 

Revolution might take a considerable 

amount of time to research and fully 

understand, Orwell has written Animal Farm 

in a manner for people of all ages to enjoy. 

He accomplishes this by using simple, known 

ideas like the Ten Commandments. Even 

though it was published in 1945, the themes 

are still relevant. Corruption and 

manipulation, for example, take place in 

many countries, including India, and to some 

degree the animals of the farm represent 

the citizens of these countries. The most 

interesting part of the novel was definitely 

the end where the animals could not tell the 

pigs from humans. Most often, humans may 

set out towards a good, common goal, but 

with power comes greediness, which is what 

Orwell depicts very well through Napoleon's 

story. The end leaves a lasting impression on 

the reader, provoking further thought. 

Overall, Animal Farm by George Orwell is an 

eye-opening and thought-provoking novel 

from which one can draw and apply several 

lessons to human behaviour and the real 

world. It is an opportunity to experience the 

history of the Russian Revolution in 135 

pages.

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Economics E-Symposium – An Overview

On 27 March 2021 the Departments of 
Economics and Business Economics 
organised their first Economics e-
symposium. It was conducted on the Zoom 
call platform. The symposium was 
inaugurated by our Principal Dr. Marie 
Fernandes and hosted by Dr. Kashmira 
Mody. 

The first speaker of the day was Prof. Ajit 
Karnik, a professor in Economics at 
Middlesex University, Dubai who spoke about 
'The Indian Macro-economy Today'.

Prof. Karnik started his presentation with 
insights on condition of the Indian  
macroeconomy, and the different types of 
policy shocks like, demonetisation, GST, 
strict lockdown, that the Indian economy 
has experienced in recent Prof. Ajit 

Karniktimes. He also spoke about the 
changes in the trends in GVA/GDP, and the  
post-Covid performance. 

Prof. Karnik also covered the impact of 
Covid on poverty, education, unemployment 
and how it has caused a loss in GDP. He 
provided an understanding of the need for a 
safety net and continuing income support 
for those thrown into poverty and provision 
of support for the survival of the MSME 
sector. After a very informative and graphic 
illustration of the trends in GDP and 
unemployment, he gave a critical review of 
the Budget for 2021-22. He also emphasized 
how education has become the matter of 
concern for many students since the Covid-
19 lockdown, especially for those living in 
remote areas leading to many students 
dropping out, majority of them being girls.

Other than the conclusion on the entire 
presentation, Prof. Ajit also shared with us 
an enlightening note of his personal opinion 
on the entire COVID-19 situation, its effects 
and future prospects of the Indian economy. 
The first session ended with a Q&A session 
which included some really intriguing 
questions not only from our fellow 
classmates but also from our Principal and 
Dr. Mody. It had soon turned from a Q&A 
session to more of a healthy discussion.

The second session was based on 
behavioural economics, in particular 
'Behavioural Insights into Public Policy.' This 
session was conducted by Prof. Shagata 
Mukherjee, an associate professor at 
Meghnad Desai Academy of Economics. “The

world, versus how people behave in 
textbooks.” This riveting theme was the 
introductory  statement with which Prof. 
Mukherjee began his address.

Prof. Mukherjee started off the presentation 
with a gist of what is behavioural economics 
and the key insights on the same. He moved 
on to explain a case study conducted by Herb 
Simon in 1955 on behavioural model of 
rational choice. Prof. Mukherjee later 
introduced the two modern gurus of 
behavioural economics: Daniel Kahneman 
and Amos Tversky who introduced the 
concept of heuristics. He also explained 
heuristics and its biases with very 
informative examples. 

The next topic which was discussed was the 
concept of nudge which led to the 
introduction to the rockstar of behavioural 
economics: Richard Thaler, winner of the 
2017 Nobel Prize in Economics. Not only did 

Prof. Mukherjee introduce the concept of 
nudge but also spoke about Libertarian 
Paternalism, when does an individual 
require a nudge and what is behavioural 
economics when it is put into action. Prof. 
Mukherjee explained the concept of a 
'nudge' and its impact on changing the ways 
public policy is formulated. People require a 
nudge, a kind of push in certain situations, 
and it tries to guide them towards their best, 
optimum decisions, without forcing them to 
act in a certain way.

After a tantalizing presentation with 
amazing insights into Behavioural Economics 
Prof. Mukherjee suggested a number of 
books, we could read to gain more 
knowledge about behavioural economics, 
proceeding with an informative questions 
and answers session. Prof. Mukherjee's 
address on this occasion was a prime 
example of the sharp lines between 
disciplines blurring, as aptly expressed by 
Principal Marie Fernandes. It made everyone 
present think about a future in which an 
interdisciplinary system of education exists. 
The way forward would be to use innovative 
concepts and technologies to modify human 
behaviour and contribute to the betterment 
of society.

Following this enlightening session, Dr. Mody 
presented an informative documentary on 
Nobel Prize winners in economics. It gave a 
year-wise account of all the Nobel Prize 
winners in economics along with their 
contributions in the field of economics and 
the reason why they were awarded the 
Nobel Prize. 

After the documentary, a fun online quiz (on 
Kahoot) was organized. It had 25 multiple 
choice questions with a time limit of 20 
seconds. Three participants went on to win 
the Kahoot game after a very closely fought 
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contest with the same score of 19/25 but 
with a difference in response time. After the 
fun quiz segment, we had the third session 
on An Introduction to Big Data and Machine 
Learning. 

The third session was led by Prof. Sandhya 
Krishnan from Meghnad Desai Academy of 
Economics. Prof. Krishnan started an 
interactive session with questions. The 
questions included, does big data include 
large amounts of data? Does it lead to better 
accuracy in results? And lastly, can a 
machine be taught how to think like humans? 
All the students answered enthusiastically. 
She informed us, that big data means a large 
volume of data, but it does not necessarily 
mean more  accurate results nor can a 
machine be taught to think like human 
beings.

Prof. Krishnan defined big data as a 
storehouse which contains large amounts of 

data. Then she explained big data and 
machine learning are complementary to 
each other. Machine learning cannot happen 
unless you have a large volume of data. 
Machine learning uses a lot of algorithms and 
based on these algorithms we get our 
results. In simple words we ask the machine 
to perform algorithms, which help us in 
getting mathematical results (data). 

She gave a current and relevant example of 
Gmail in which she talked about the feature 
of spam. Another wonderful example given 
by Prof. Krishnan was of the auto-correct 
feature on the MS Word. 

Then Prof. Krishnan went on to say, with more 
data, the prediction becomes better. To 
support her statement, she gave daily life 
examples of recommendations given to us by 
Amazon, Google and Netflix. She further 
elaborated on those examples and added that 
digitization in data collection has increased 
from almost 20% to almost 100 % in the past 
thirteen years. Then, she explained in detail 
about the advantages and disadvantages of 
Big Data and Machine learning.

She also spoke about the use of data 
analytics to understand Covid 19 and did a 
comparative study of the regression analysis 
and the machine learning method. Machine 
learning focused more on correlation part 
whereas regression analysis focused on 
causation. 

Prof. Krishnan concluded on this note that 
though Big Data has vast scope. There is less 
room for privacy. and if companies use the 
consumer data wisely, it can have a huge 
positive impact.

After an illuminating session, Prof. Sandhya 
ended with a question answer session which 
powerfully brought out that the knowledge 
of computer languages is a must. The most 
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popular computer languages are Python and 
R which are also free. Coding is an integral 
part in collecting and analyzing content 
using big data or machine learning. She 
urged the students to do online courses on 
computer languages.

After the amazing third session, Prof. Alka 
Parikh, a Professor at Dhirubhai Ambani 
Institute of Information and Communication 
Technology (DAIICT),  Gandhinagar walked 
us through the many intricacies of the issue 
which has sparked conflicts and protests 
across India, 'Amendment to Farm Laws.' 
Prof. Parikh started by talking about the 
emerging need of the farm laws. Then she 
spoke about the amendment in three laws 
which included, Farmer's Produce Trade and 
Commerce (Promotion and Facilitation) 
Law, Farmers (Empowerment and 
Protection) agreement to the price law and 
farm services law 2020 and the Essential 
Commodities (Amendment) Law 2020. These 

amendments created havoc and were 
viewed negatively by the farmers. Farmers 
protested on streets in large numbers 
against the amendment these laws and they 
were covered by every news and TV 
Channel.

Only 6% percent of farmers get MSP to grow 
crops. Except India every other nation in the 
world has declared MSP as the most 
important price or income insurance. 
Instead of abolishing it we need to 
implement them everywhere. 

The FPTC Act gives farmers the freedom to 
sell their produce to anyone, anywhere, 
without restrictions. The concern of farmers 
was about at what price would they be able 
to sell their produce and who would decide 
the price. A helpful change to this law would 
be to extend the reach and implementation 
of Minimum Support Price to more 
agricultural produce. 

nd
The 2  Act provided a framework for 
contract farming in India and a clause for 
dispute settlement. The farmer's concerns 
regarding it were that only large farm 
owners benefit from contract farming and 
that poor farmers can't afford expensive 
lawyers in court to fight their cases. The 
suggested improvement of this law would be 
to give farmers the power to design the 
terms and conditions of these contracts to 
prevent themselves from being exploited. 

rd
The 3  Act withdraws stock limits of traders 
for agricultural produce, except in cases of 
dire situations. The motivation was to 
support farmers who get rejected by traders 
when they try to sell their harvest while 
there is a stock limit imposed. The issue that 
arises due to this amendment is that now, 
prices can be easily manipulated by traders 
who would artificially inflate prices by 
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withholding agricultural stock from the 
market collectively. This price inflation 
would hurt consumer prices. A better 
alternative would be to abolish seasonal 
impositions of stock limits, stock limits if 
farm gate prices are low for two years and 
prevent random export bans, thus 
safeguarding farmers and consumers from 
oligopolists. 

Prof. Parikh also gave a critical evaluation of 
all three farm laws that have been subject to 
amendment. She highlighted the major 
concerns namely, increased vulnerability of 
farmers, no grievance redressal for small 
farmers and wholesale removal of the stock 
limits. After critically evaluating the 
amended farm laws, she suggested some 
changes in them like the government could 
have continued to sell the produce to 
traders through APMCs at minimum support 
price. There is a need for a grievance 
redressal mechanism, institutions that 

encourage meaningful contract farming and 
arbitrary impositions of export bans. 

After the fourth session, we had a lively Q&A 
session which included some thought 
provoking questions from the participants. 
Dr. Mody then thanked all the participants, 
the speakers, Principal Dr. Marie Fernandes, 
subject representatives, volunteers and 
colleagues. She further added, “I hope the 
symposium gave new insights, enhanced 
scholarship, ideas and motivation for future 
research, and also instilled in the students a 
sense of learning”. After the official vote of 
thanks, many students gave their positive 
feedback for the symposium and thanked 
the college for organizing such a wonderful 
and informative symposium.
