Andrean Counselling Unit

The Counseling Unit began the academic 
year 2015 - 16, with a regular orientation 
session that helped students in 
'Understanding What is Counseling' and 
the various ways that the St Andrew's 
Counseling Unit could help them. Each 
floor had a poster to spread awareness 
about the existence of a Counselling Unit 
and the various issues that the Unit 
addresses.

The college counsellor was available for 
all six days of the week from Monday to 
Saturday, from 9:30am to 1:30pm.

This unit has offered its services to about 
302 individuals (students and adults) 
who have availed of counseling services 
and with more than 300+ follow-up 
session collectively. There has been a 
significant growth in the number of 
counselling services rendered in the last 
3 years; from 37 individuals (2013-14) to 
112 individuals (2014-15) to 302+ 
individuals (2015-16).

The various issues experienced by 
students and adolescents included – low 
self-esteem and confidence, academic 
issues, self-pity, behavioural issues, 
body image, domestic violence, bullying, 
discord in interpersonal relationship, 
incompetence, self  destruction, 
depression, fear, inability to manage 
time, career confusion, negative 
thoughts ,  re la t ionsh ip  i ssues ,  
aggression and impulsive behaviour, 
inability to handle difficult emotions and 
substance abuse.

To address these, counseling techniques 
like anger management, reality therapy, 
test administration, cognitive behaviour 
therapy, client-centered therapy, 
Gestalt's empty chair technique, 
challenging thoughts, assertiveness 
training, organizational skills, time 
management, positive thinking, solution 
focused brief therapy, relaxation 
techniques and, in group conflict 
situations, group counseling.

St Andrew's College Counseling Unit has 
been reaching out to students in need of 
any help, be it academics, developmental 
or social; which means, providing 
assistance in areas of need by “enriching 
life and making a difference” and in order 
to assist them to achieve personal and 
social growth and development.

The College Counsellor has been guiding 
students from various streams in  
projects related to the field of psychology. 
Some of the project topics directed under 
the guidance of the College Counsellor 
are – anger, bullying, relationships, 
stress, etc. The focus of the guidance has 
always been to offer a bridge to 
independent learning for students. 

By encouraging students to take their 
project to the next level, thus developing 
their skills in critical thinking and 
enabling them to express their own 
ideas. Students are then encouraged to 
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shape these ideas into reality by 
transforming the project into something 
that is more society oriented.

YOUR VOICE – Staff Enrichment 
Initiative (360 Degree Feedback)

The initiative 'YOUR VOICE' was 
assigned to the Counselling Unit and 
was successfully handled by the 
Co l l ege  Counse l l o r .  Th is  new 
initiative as part of the Staff 
Performance Assessment began by 
introduc ing  the  360 DEGREE 
FEEDBACK system. This system 
inc luded the process o f  s ta f f  
members receiving confidential, 
anonymous feedback from the people 
who work around them. This  
typically includes the staff member's 
heads of departments, peers, and 
students. An online portal was 
devised exclusively for this initiative 
that looked at the following aspects:

MOTTO: 'NOT ME BUT YOU' 

2015-16 was yet another fulfilling year 
for the NSS Unit of St. Andrew's 
College. Like every year we began with 
an orientation programme for first year 
students where the professors -in- 
charge briefed the students about the 
NSS, its activities and its criteria to 
complete 120 hours per year.

University Level Activities

On 5 June 2015, 5 volunteers from our 
NSS Unit participated in the 'Tree 
Plantation Drive' held at Kalina 
University for the celebration of World 
Environment Day. Our college unit 
planted and watered around 6 saplings 
and took an oath to make our city 
pollution free.

On 29 June 2015, the volunteers 
a t t e n d e d  a n  o r i e n t a t i o n  o n  
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'Responsibility of youth towards water 
conservation' by Mr. Rajendra Singh who 
is a Raman Magsaysay Awardee, 
organized by the N. S. S unit of R. D. & S. 
H. National College and S. W. A Science 
College, Bandra. He is also known as the 
Waterman of India. He spoke about the 
NGO that he founded known as Tarun 
Bharat Sangh (TBS) and all the work that 
the NGO has done for the villages of our 
country which faced major water crisis. 
He spoke on how starting from a single 
village in 1985, over the years his NGO 
has helped in building over 8,600 johads 
and other water conservation structures 
to collect rainwater for the dry seasons, 
has also brought water back to over 
1,000 villages and revived five rivers in 
Rajasthan, viz. Arvari, Ruparel, Sarsa, 
Bhagani and Jahajwali. 

On 1 August 2015, the volunteers of our 
college attended a seminar on 'Role of 
Ham Radio in Disaster’, presented by the 
Disaster Amateur Radio Emerging 
Services held at Mumbai University. We 
were informed that a Ham Radio is used 
as a means of communication and is very 
useful as a disaster management tool.

On 6 August 2015, a Peace Rally was 
held and many students attended the 
rally from our college wearing white 
coloured clothes as white colour 
symbolizes peace. This rally was 
conducted in remembrance of the tragic 
episode of Hiroshima and Nagasaki 
bombings. We went to Flora Fountain 
where we took the pledge of following the 
policy of “Non-Violence” in our lives. 

On 9 August 2015, the volunteers 
attended a rally organised by Yuvak 
Biradri in remembrance of the martyrs 
who sacrificed their life for our country. 
We were taken to Gandhi museum, 
where we could learn more about 
Gandhiji and different events which took 
place in his life. 

On 15 August 2015, the NSS volunteers 
of St. Andrew's College decided to clean 
the Bandra railway station. We cleaned 
the railway tracks, the railway 
sidewalks, the foot over bridges, etc. on 
Independence Day to increase the 
awareness of Swacch Bharat Abhiyan.

On 29 August 2015, the students of the 
NSS had a session on “First Aid” which 
was held in the college by Dr. Anapurna,  
a doctor who practices CPR, home 
nursing and first aid. She told us about 
how first aid is administered to people 
who get fits, heart attack, snake and dog 
bites, asthma, people who are drowning, 
etc. She also taught us about the 
recovery  pos i t ion  and gave  a  
demonstration of it. She also gave us 
information on what are the perfect 
timings to study and how to maintain a 
nutrition-filled diet. 

On 9 September 2015, a seminar for the 
NSS volunteers was conducted by Mr. 
Lokande on 'Disaster Management'. He 
gave them information about the 
emergency helpline numbers. He spoke 
on all natural as well as man-made 
disasters such as floods, earthquakes, 
cyclone, bomb blast, etc. He also gave 
necessary tips, knowledge and a 
demonstration as to how one can be 
saved at the time of disaster, how to 
tackle it efficiently and with minimum 
risks.

On 5 September 2015, World Peace Day 
is observed. The NSS volunteers 
celebrated by making posters, which 
i n c l u d e d  v a r i o u s  q u o t e s  b y  
revolutionaries such as Gandhiji who 
followed the path of non-violence, to 
spread awareness to maintain peace. 
The posters were exhibited all over our 
college campus and received positive 
feedback.

On 31 October 2015, we had a Run for 
Unity which was inaugurated by our 
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Chief Minister Mr. Devendra Fadvanis. 
The NSS volunteers of our college were 
present there amidst volunteers of 
several other colleges. Our Chief 
Minister flagged off the run. We ran from 
Trident, Marine Lines to Parsi 
Gymkhana. We also took an oath to 
maintain cleanliness in our surrounding 
and our country. From there we marched 
to Mumbai University convocation hall 
for a talk.

The much awaited NSS rural residential 
camp was held at Gondav Greens, 
Gondav Village, Khopoli from 14 
December, 2015 to 20 December, 2015. 
37 students participated in the camp, 
assisted by three professors. The 
students provided community service in 
the nearby villages. The students taught 
them the use of solar cooker, how to 
prepare and use a compost pit to 
generate natural manure from wet 
waste. Two hundred trees were either 
planted by our volunteers or donated to 
the villagers. Tree plantation was carried 
out in & around the village school 
premises getting the school children 
involved in the process. Our students 
made the villagers adopt a tree & plant it 
around their respective houses. 
Students organised an education drive 
for the school children & conducted 
sports day. The students also performed 
street plays for the residents of the near-
by villages on social issues such as 
dowry, education, addiction, etc. 
Swachh Bharat Abhiyan was carried out 
in the village & students made the 
villagers aware about the importance of 
cleanliness.

On 6 January 2016, a cultural event was 
organised at Marathi Bhavan, Mumbai 
University, Kalina Campus, on India and 
Palestine unity. Actors from Palestine 
who have their own theatre i.e. 'The 
Freedom Theatre' in Palestine had come 
to present their act in India. An amazing 

performance was first presented by the 
Indian actors. The next act was 
presented jointly by the Indian and 
Palestine actors, an Indo-Palestine act. 

From 15 - 22 January 2016, the 
students took up the task of preparing 
notebooks for the needy.  Volunteers 
were asked to collect and bring unused 
rough pages so as to prepare books for 
the needy. 70 such books were made and 
distributed. 

On 17 January 2016, in collaboration 
with the BMC, the NSS volunteers of St. 
Andrew's College conducted a Polio Drive 
at Santacruz Railway Station. The 
volunteers created awareness about 
polio immunization to the commuters. 
They urged the public to give polio drops 
to their children below 5 years of age, 
and gave polio drops to the children 
coming to the booth. The BMC officials 
as well as the citizens appreciated and 
thanked the volunteers for helping them 
out in their drive. 

On 29 January 2016, the volunteers of 
our college attended a convention called 
Yuvak-Yuvati mela which pertained to 
gender equality, women respect and 
addressing violence as an issue at 
PTVA's Sathaye College, Vile Parle. This 
convention was organised to sensitize 
youth towards these themes. There were 
also many games organised based on 
gender sensitization and gender 
equality. 

The following Community Level 
Activities were carried by our NSS 
Volunteers:

ADAPT Spastic Society: Our first area 
based activity was at Adapt. Volunteers 
were divided into groups and were 
introduced to the Principal of the school 
and a brief orientation about the history 
and origin of the foundation were given. 
They were given certain instructions 
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about the physical and mental 
capabilities and constraints of the 
students and how to go about helping 
them during the course of the term. Role 
of conduct and modes of behaviour were 
clearly stated. They were also briefed 
about the medical history of students, 
their time table, and also the duties they 
had to carry out with respect to them. 
During the course of their service at 
Adapt they did different things like 
helping the teachers in preparing 
teaching aids, taking classes, art and 
craft making (paintings, wall hangings , 
paper-bags, joker caps, bead necklaces, 
anklets,  col lages,  cards,  etc. ) ,  
celebrating festivals (Dahi Handi, 
Raksha Bandhan, Diwali, etc.). There 
was an art and craft exhibition wherein 
the arts and crafts that were prepared 
were put up for sale. The term also 
included a small outing to the Bandra 
fair. They took the students to the fair, 
some were taken on wheel-chairs along 
with their teachers. Each volunteer had 
to sit on the rides with the student 
allotted to them as they were responsible 
for taking care of them throughout. All in 
all the whole experience at Adapt was a 
learning one. It gave our volunteers an 
exposure to the changing educational 
system in India and the whole concept of 
inclusive education for all despite their 
physical and mental constraints. 

Dilkhush: Dilkhush was started in 1971 
by the sisters of Handmaids of the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus as part of their 
work in the field of formal and non-
f o r m a l  e d u c a t i o n  a n d  o t h e r  
developmental work being carried out in 
24 countries around the world. Dilkhush 
has grown dramatically since. It has a 
wealth of experience in working with 
individuals with different abilities and 
f r om  d i v e r s e  backg rounds  t o  
continuously explore their capabilities: 
be it as teachers, students, volunteers or 
employees. Our volunteers first day 

began with introduction with the 
principal and the teaching and non-
teaching staff of the institution. They 
guided them through the history and 
origins of the institution. Then the 
teaching staff took them to each class, 
and explained the children's physical 
and mental abilities and the problems 
they face. They guided and showed them 
how each staff works with the children, 
and explained how to help children with 
their activities. Our students helped in 
preparing teaching aids, taking class, 
craft and art making, Independence Day 
celebrations and conducting singing and 
dance practices, in making flags and 
posters. 

Laadli:  Laadli Change Makers Club was 
launched on 27 September 2011, at 
Patkar Hall, SNDT. It signalled a change 
in strategy with the NSS and WDC 
departments to organize gender 
sensitization programs in colleges with 
the support of Population First. The aim 
was to initiate a dialogue between college 
students on gender issues and allow 
them to take further initiatives on the 
cause. The volunteers of the NSS Unit of 
St. Andrew's College for the 1st time 
collaborated with the NGO, to spread 
awareness about Gender sensitization 
and respecting womanhood. Ten of our 
volunteers were a part of this initiative. 
During the year they participated in  
debates on the Status of Women in  
society, Poster-making on Save Girl 
Child, Discussions and Workshops and 
screening of various documentaries. 
This initiative helped our volunteers to 
create  awareness  towards the  
empowerment of the Female gender. 

Energy Conservation Awareness: The 
second area based project initiated by 
the University of Mumbai was the Energy 
Conservation project. The idea of this 
project was to sensitize the public about 
the need to conserve energy. The NSS 
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volunteers carried out a survey of 
families in the locality and checked the 
amount of electricity consumption and 
provided tips to conserve energy. A follow 
up list was provided to the students in 
order to note the information. The 
students then surveyed 7 families for 7 
months from June to December and 
monitored their bill time to time and gave 
them advice to conserve electricity by 
minimizing the use of electric appliances 
that conserve more watts and use of CFL 
bulbs instead of tube lights. 

Bandra Fair Security:  From 13 - 20 
September 2015, the NSS unit of St. 
Andrew's College assisted the police in 
providing security at Mount Mary 
Church for the fair. The volunteers were 
divided into two batches; morning 
batches mainly composed of girls and 
the evening batch consisted mainly of 
boys. who volunteered from 5 pm 
onwards. On Sunday, our NSS 
students volunteered for the whole day 
from morning to night. They helped the 
police in crowd management and 
arranging the crowd in queues to avoid 
any stampedes. They helped senior 
citizens in attending mass at Mount 
Mary. They provided snacks and water 
for senior citizens, pregnant ladies and 
small children. They gave First-Aid to 
the people in need. Our volunteers 
frisked and checked people's bag to 
make sure no mishaps occur during the 
fair. Our volunteers repeatedly kept on 
making announcements to maintain 
silence while entering the church and 
to take care of their belongings and 
children in the crowd. Thus our 
volunteers left no stone unturned in 
providing a safe and secure atmosphere 
for the devotees visiting the basilica. 
The police officers and the officials of 
the Bandra Fair Committee appreciated 
our volunteers’ hard work, dedication 
and commitment.  

College Level Activities

Posters for Promotion (29 June 2015):  
Existing volunteers enthusiastically 
made posters for the promotions to make 
the newly joined students aware of the 
kind of work our college unit does and 
the achievements our college has 
received, so that the students get 
inspired and encouraged to be a part of 
the NSS Unit and work for the 
betterment of our society.

Posters on Drug Eradication (24 June 
2015): As our college was celebrating 
'Drug Eradication Week', the NSS Unit 
contributed for this programme by 
making posters and creating awareness 
about the evil effects of the use of drugs. 

Street Play (4 July 2015): As a part of 
social awareness week in our college, the 
NSS Unit decided to present a street play 
on drug eradication from our society. 
Our very own talented volunteers 
scripted and directed the street play and 
enacted it on the college ground during 
the college break time where we showed 
the college students the harmful effects 
of drugs and how can we free ourselves 
from it. 

Orientation for Students (17 July 
2015): An Orientation was held by the 
NSS unit for the students interested in 
social work. The orientation was a 
brief introduction to what NSS is all 
about. A presentation was shown by 
the previous NSS leader and the 
Principal too gave a talk on how 
important NSS can be in a student's 
life. The NSS programme officer Prof. 
Maria Syed spoke about the various 
College and University based activities 
for the academic year and also 
encouraged students from special 
categories to join NSS. 66 students 
were present for the orientation. 
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Personality Development (14 August 
2015): A personality development 
session was held in our college on 14 
August 2015. The session was 
conducted by Mr. Sunil Kadam who 
works with Manav Abhyas Sangha. He  
emphasized the importance of having 
clarity while setting goals about the 
obstacles that one might have to face 
while achieving those goals. 

Independence Day (15 August 2015):   
St. Andrew's College celebrated 
Independence Day in a very patriotic 
manner.  The Principal, the teachers, the 
non-teaching staff, college students and 
NSS volunteers started the day with the 
holy Eucharist (Mass). Later, everyone 
went to the ground for the flag hoisting. 
Our principal, Dr. Marie Fernandes 
hoisted the national flag. Then everyone 
assembled in the hall for a small get 
together. First year students sang a 
patriotic song followed by another 
patriotic song by our NSS volunteers. 
The Principal spoke about how 
important it is to remember how many 
great sacrifices were made because of 
which we get to live in a free country. 
Thus, we celebrated our freedom day in a 
true patriotic sense.

Bandra Fair Meeting (4 September 
2015): The NSS volunteers of our college 
attended a meeting for Bandra Fair,  
which was conducted by Ms. Suzie who 
works with the Bandra police. 

Teachers Day (5 September 2015): On 
the occasion of Teachers day, the NSS 
volunteers helped in preparing 
handmade cards for our teachers. We 
conducted a small programme for the 
teachers which included students 
performing various dances, singing 
songs and felicitating the teachers for 
their hard work and dedication towards 
us. We also conducted few games for the 
teachers and gave them gifts. The 

programme ended with vote of thanks 
and distribution of refreshments.

NSS Day Celebration (24 September 
2015): The NSS unit of our college 
celebrated NSS Day on 24 September 
with great enthusiasm. The volunteers 
participated in a cleanliness drive which 
took place in our college premises. 

World Food Day (16 October 2015): 
Our NSS team decided to observe World 
Food Day by feeding the hungry in slum 
areas near our college, at Bandra 
Reclamation Road. Volunteers brought 
bags full of non-perishable food items, 
e.g. biscuit packets and home cooked 
delicious dishes which were distributed 
among the needy. 

Cleanliness Drive (19 October 2015): 
Our NSS volunteers decided to clean the 
Bandra railway station once again. We 
cleaned the whole railway station and 
separated the dry and wet waste.

Diya Painting ( 4 November 2015): As 
the festival of lights Diwali was 
approaching, our NSS team met in the 
college with earthen diyas, paints and 
decorative materials to give the diyas a 
new look. These were distributed to the 
poor at Bandra Reclamation Road.

Children's Day (14 November 2015): 
NSS volunteers celebrated this day by 
providing stationery items to poor 
children living in the slums at Bandra 
Reclamation. May different items such 
as books, pencils, compas boxes, etc. 
were distributed.

Paper bag-making (21 November 
2015): There was a paper bag making 
activity organized by our college NSS 
unit on 21  November and 21 volunteers 
participated in it. Scissors, glue and 
newspapers were brought to make the 
bags. All the volunteers helped each 
other and made many bags.
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Session on AIDS (23 November 2015): 
A one hour long session on AIDS 
awareness was conducted by NSS unit in 
the college, the speaker for this session 
was Dr. Girish Trivedi from AIDS Combat 
International (ACI). He spoke on the 
different ways the HIV virus spreads and 
how to take preventive measures against 
it. He also gave various examples about 
different personalities getting affected by 
the virus and how they spoke out about 
it. He informed us about the various help 
lines and specialist doctors to go to or to 
recommend if we come across this virus 
anytime in the future. We took home 
with us a lot of helpful information.

World Disability Day (3 December 
2015): To highlight the importance of 
this day a documentary named 'We Can 
Fly-Persons with Disabilities' was 
organized by NSS unit in our college. 
This documentary informed us what the 
people with different type of disabilities 
go through in their daily lives and how 
they are treated by people around them. 
It also enlightened us on the help 
provided by the Government. After the 
documentary ended, a discussion was 
held among the volunteers about what 
they learnt from the video and how the 
government can make more provisions 
for them.   

Blood Donation (7 December 2015): 
The NSS unit of St Andrew’s College 
organized a blood donation drive. 
Mahatma Gandhi and Holy Family 
hospitals were called for collecting blood 
samples. Thalassemia test also was 
conducted. From teachers to students to 
office staff, all came whole heartedly to 
donate blood. The tireless work of the 
NSS volunteers and mainly the support 
of the students helped the NSS unit to 
collect 149 units of blood. 

College Annual Day (25 January 
2016): St Andrew’s College celebrated its 

Annual Day on 25 January 2016 at St 
Andrew’s Auditorium. All the NSS 
volunteers were assigned the work of 
security for the event both inside and 
outside the auditorium. The Principal 
made it a point of thanking all the NSS 
volunteers for their dedication and help 
in making the event a successful one. 

Our  s tudents  d isp layed  grea t  
enthusiasm and a sense of involvement 
to extend their services for the 
community development. They worked 
hard and actively participated in each 
and every activity and fulfilled the NSS 
motto “NOT ME, BUT YOU”.

1) SMUN Conferences

In the Academic Year 2015-16, three 
conferences were held with 30 
delegates represented by students of 
Junior College, Degree College and 
Self-Financed Courses. 

Each Conference started with a 
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small prayer and the inaugural 
lamp being lit by the Principal, 
followed by inaugural address by 
the Principal.  The Conferences 
were chaired by the President of 
SMUN, Principal Dr. (Ms.) Marie 
Fernandes and conducted by the 
Secretary General, Prof. Neeraj 
Shukla.

c) Conference 3: (14 December 
2015) The topic for discussion 
was “Reservation in Indian 
Education system”, the delegates 
deliberated and debated on the 
various pros and cons of the 
reservation system and its 
implications on Indian society, 
particularly the youth. After the 
session , there was a concluding 

speech by the Principal Dr. (Ms.) Marie 
Fe rnandes ,  thank ing  the  
members of SMUN for the various 
activities organized by them and 
for having a very healthy, 
democratic, positive and fruitful 
discussion on various important 
issues concerning India and the 
globe. The Principal said that 
youth are agents of positive 
change. She  emphasized that 
the power and energy of youth 
need to be channelized and 
guided so that they can become 
responsible citizens of our 
country and the world. Some 
members shared their experience 
of being part of SMUN. The

2) Activities Under taken under SMUN 
Banner:

a) Anti-narcotics session: 

The Anti –Narcotics Seminar was 
held on 26 June 2015. It was 
inaugurated by the Principal, Dr. 
(Ms.) Marie Fernandes.  The 
resource persons for the seminar 
were: DCP Chavan and Inspector 
Rao Rane. It also called for active 
participation of youth in the 
v a r i o u s  a n t i - n a r c o t i c s  
programmes launched by Mumbai 
Police.

b) Earth Quake Evacuation Drill: 

With the aim to equip and prepare 
our students to face natural 
calamities like earthquakes, fire 
and floods, SMUN had mock drills 
to prepare students to face such 
natural calamities with no, or 
minimal, casualties. A mock 
Earthquake Evaluation drill was 
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organized. The various entry points and 
exit points were brought to the 
notice of the students. At the 
assembly point the Principal Dr. 
(Ms.) Marie Fernandes addressed 
t h e  s t u d e n t s  a b o u t  t h e  
significance of the drill.

For the Junior College the drill was 
organized on 16 September 2015 
and for the Degree and Self-
Financed courses it was organized 
on 19 September 2015.

c) Self-Defence Session: 

In order to build self-confidence 
especially among women, a training 
progamme was organized by SMUN: 
for Staff members (Junior, Degree 
and Self -Financed Courses), on 23 
September 2015 and for Students on 
18 December 2015. 

The Self-Defence training was 
imparted by Mr. Krishna B. Chityal 
and his team. Mr. Krishna B. Chityal 
is an  International 7th Degree Black 
Belt Holder and was awarded the 
“Karate Acharya” by the Sports 
Authority of India and is a Member of 
Black Belts Foundation. Mr. Krishna 
simulated various situations that can 
occur in day to day life how to 
effectively deal with those situations 
and minimize the risk to one's life and 
neutralize the attacker. 

d) Indian Student Parliament:

Five students from SMUN (Degree 
and Self-Finance) were nominated & 
sponsored by the Principal Dr.  (Ms.) 
Marie Fernandes.  Zenobia Coutinho 
( T . Y . B . A . ) ,  A l l w i n  D ' S o u z a  
(S.Y.B.M.M.), Alston Nadar (S.Y.B.Sc-
IT.), Onkar Naik (S.Y.B.Sc-IT.) and 
Lakshmi Sreedhar (S.Y.B.M.S.) to  
represent St. Andrew's College at the 
Sixth Annual National  Conclave  
(non-political), with participation of 
over 10,000 student leaders from all 

states of India. The event was for 4 days 
dated 27 to 30 January, 2016 at 
Pune, MAEER's MIT Campus. There 
were 30 to 40 speakers on myriad 
subjects including Strong States for 
Stronger India, National Integration 
through Culture and Constitution, 
Politics of Political, Electoral and 
Judicial Reforms, Will Income & Crop 
Security Seal the Fate of Farmers? 
etc.  Chief guests for the event were 
Hon'ble CM Devendra Fadnavis and 
Dr Raghunath Mashelkar. The 
prominent speakers included Kumar 
Vishwas (AAP), Kanwarpal Singh 
(Speaker, Haryana Legislative 
Assembly), Tushar Gandhi and 
Michael Lobo (MLA), Dr Kalpana 
Parulkar and Mt. Everest climber Mrs 
Arunima Sinha, etc. One of our 
nominated delegates Lakshmi 
Sreedhar from S.Y.B.M.S was 
selected as one of the best five 
speakers at the Conclave of more 
than 10,000 students.

The main objective of SMUN is to 
provide a platform to individuals 
from junior to degree college, to 
express their views, opinions and 
ideas on various national and 
international issues affecting the life 
of millions across the glove. The aim 
is to strengthen the democratic 
values and build world class leaders 
of tomorrow. 

Next year it is proposed to make 
SMUN inter-Collegiate.

UGC-Sponso red  Na t i ona l  
Seminar on 'Displacement 
Issues'

Every year, the Department of 
Economics and the Department of 
Business Economics of St. Andrew's 
College organizes a symposium to 
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educate and make students aware of the 
salient social issues facing the poorest of 
the poor in our country. This effort, to 
make young people socially conscious, 
has proved to be beneficial in the lives of 
many of the students in their 
professional life. This year, the 
Department of Economics hosted the 
annual UGC-sponsored national 
seminar on 'Displacement Issues' with a 
special focus on development-induced 
displacement, on January 20, 2016.  
The theme was inter-disciplinary and it 
was encouraging that students from 
surrounding colleges participated.  The 
Rector, Rev. Fr. Aniceto Pereira and the 
Principal, Dr. Marie Fernandes extended 
their support towards the seminar by 
gracing the occasion with their presence.

The keynote speaker, Dr. Asmita Kabra is 
Associate Professor in the School of 
Human Ecology, Ambedkar University, 
Delhi.  She has been working on the 
subject for the past twenty years.  Her 
lecture titled 'The environmental and 
social dilemmas of conservation 
d i sp lacement '  f ocused  on  the  
displacement of natural habitats and 
wildlife ecosystems.  She explained the 
displacement of not only human beings 
but also wildlife and natural ecosystems 
like animals and rare species of flora and 
fauna, giving data on the increasing 
volume of displacement in the animal 
kingdom.  She went on to underscore the 
importance of land as an important 
economic resource by offering the key 
proposition that 'there is no unused land'. 
Her research revealed that development 
usually involved transition from existing 
land use to its new use. The dilemma, 
however, was that of the displacement of 
one by the other.  Dr. Kabra claimed that 
the population is in the phase of the sixth 
mass extinction in history.  Global 
warming is on the rise and the earth's 
natural resources are depleting rapidly.  
Statistics show that in the year 1961, the 

world's bio-capacity was 74%, in 1985 it 
rose to 114% and in 2012 it shot up to a 
staggering 156%.  A stark picture with 
evocative expressions like “Earth ka kuch 
karo, varna unEarth ho jayega!” summed 
up Dr. Kabra powerful address.

The need of the hour is sustainable 
development on a finite planet. Keeping 
abreast of ground reality, Dr. Kabra 
continued her presentation with video 
stills by Conservation International 
depicting the issue of global warming as 
voices of Hollywood personalities 
challenged the actions of man.  A video 
titled 'Nature is Speaking' had Julia 
Roberts' voice taking the role of Mother 
Nature. Nature needs to survive because 
our survival depends on it.  As she urged 
youngsters to take a stand for the Earth 
and the ecosystem, Dr. Kabra traced the 
origins of the idea of protection and 
conservation of the earth.  She gave key 
insights into the Rio conference on 
Sus ta inab l e  Deve l opment  and  
highlighted the fact that 19% of land was 
to be protected by 2020.  She suggested 
that a closed and undisturbed 
ecosystem should be created to avoid 
resource extraction.

Lastly, Dr. Kabra's presentation 
discussed the three focal points that 
make up the environmentalism of the 
poor, the omnivore, the ecosystem 
people, and the ecological refugees.  Her 
inputs were thought-provoking and 
displayed her erudition in a subject the 
audience was unaware of.

The next panel discussant, Dr. Sarmistha 
Pattnaik introduced a sociological 
perspective on the issue of displacement. 
Dr. Pattnaik is a Professor in the 
Department of Humanities and Social 
Sciences, IIT Mumbai. Prior to her 
joining the institute, Dr. Pattnaik  had 
six to seven years of first-hand 
experience in areas surrounding 
displacement issues. Her presentation 
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titled 'Understanding the Nexus between 
Eminent Domain and Land Acquisition: 
Odisha gave a clear picture of the issue of 
displacement in rural Orissa.  She 
emphasized the point that land 
acquisition or 'land grab' is a socio-
economic phenomenon and is seen not 
only in the rural parts of India but also in 
other lesser developing regions in Asia, 
Latin America, and China where both 
land and labor are cheap. Thermal power 
plants, Special Economic Zones (SEZs), 
coal  mines and infrastructure 
businesses are some of the industries 
r e s p o n s i b l e  f o r  t h e  g r o w i n g  
displacement of rural settlements for 
which urban development is wanting.  
She expanded on the nature of 
globalization through the Marxian 
category of primitive accumulation as 
the primary trigger for displacement. She 
provided examples of displacement as 
the inevitable fallout of development. For 
instance, she cited cases like the 
relocation of slums during the 2010 
Commonwealth Games, the POSCO 
project, and the TATA Singur plant 
project. Moreover, she enumerated 
problems with policies since the Land 
Acquisition Act of 1984.  As a result, the 
number of people displaced from 1947 – 
2000 amounts to 60 million people, 21.3 
million people alone due to development 
projects.

Halfway along the presentation,             
Dr. Pattnaik reflected on the state of 
affairs in the country brought by 
displacement. She was unequivocal that 
development projects that force people to 
re-locate broadens the gap between the 
bourgeoisie and the proletariat. This 
class conflict was clearly displayed 
during the Narmada Bachao Andolan 
where thousands of families became 
homeless overnight and many of them 
found their homes submerged under 
water. Furthermore, displacement did 
not affect the people alone, but also their 

livelihoods and the surrounding natural 
habitat. Displacement has negative 
impacts on marine and wildlife, creates 
and increases pollution levels and was 
the cause for land degradation and the 
violation of Coastal Regulation Zones 
(CRZs).

The take home was the importance of 
civil society in tackling the issue of 
displacement. Dr Pattnaik offered 
illustrations of the critical role played by 
civil society as part of resistance 
movements against development 
projects. The contributions of people's 
support groups, civil society, NGOs and 
environmentalists have strengthened 
social movements to combat the issues 
o f  d i sp lacement  espec ia l l y  in  
marginalized regions. Dr. Pattnaik 
proposed alternatives to development, 
pointing out the advent of sustainable 
development and the importance of 
sustainable development practices to 
meet the needs of the current generation 
without compromising the needs of the 
future.

The last session featured Mr. Anand 
Patwardhan, an Indian filmmaker best 
known for his socio-political and Human 
Rights-based documentaries. Adding 
theatre and cinema to the forum, Mr. 
Patwardhan focussed on the Narmada 
Bachao Andolan (NBA) by activist Medha 
Patkar.  The film titled 'A Narmada Diary' 
(1995) contains visuals and short 
clippings of the struggle taken up by 
activist Ms Patkar against the Sardar 
Sarovar Dam project. The film was co-
directed by Ms. Simantini Dhuru who 
was also present. Mr.Patwardhan 
explained the power of moving images 
during an epoch of development.  The 
documentary contained resonant 
references to the Indian freedom 
struggle. After the documentary, a ten-
minute panel discussion took place with 
the students.  Ernest Fernandes was the

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VOICES IN PROSE

The Phoenix

The legendary Phoenix is a large, grand 

mythical bird, much like an eagle or 

peacock. Its eyes are blue and sapphire 

like. It is known by many names - the 

Greeks  named it the Phoenix, for the 

Egyptians it was Bennu, the native 

Americans call it the Thunderbird, the 

Russians call it the Firebird, and the 

Jewish legends call it 'The Milchan'. Its 

name 'Phoenix' is the Greek word for red.

The Phoenix symbolizes renewal, 

resurrection and represents themes 

such as the sun, time, the empire, 

consecration, life in heavenly paradise, 

Christ, Mary, virginity, the exceptional 

man and much more. The Greeks 

believed that the Phoenix lived in Arabia 

in a cool well. At dawn, each morning, it 

sang a beautiful song, so beautiful that 

the Sun God would stop his chariot to 

listen. In ancient Greece it was said the 

bird did not eat fruit, but frankincense 

and aromatic gums.  

Tina Garnet writes that when the 

Phoenix feels its end is approaching, it 

builds a nest with the finest aromatic 

woods, cinnamon and myrrh, sets it on 

fire, and is consumed by flames. It 

embalms the ashes of its predecessors in 

an egg of myrrh and flies with it to the 

city of the Sun Heliopolis, where it 

deposits the egg on the altar of the Sun 

God. According to some, the Phoenix 

could live for over 1,400 years before 

rebirth .The Phoenix is sometimes 

pictured in ancient and medieval art as 

endowed  w i th  n imbus ,  wh i ch  

emphasizes the bird`s connection with 

the sun. The oldest images of the 

Phoenix are with seven rays, like Helios 

(the personified sun God of Greek myth).

In literature, the image of the Phoenix is 

found in the works of William 

Shakespeare who frequently mentions it 

in his plays. He also wrote the poem 'The 

Phoenix and the Turtle'. D.H. Lawrence 

used the Phoenix as a symbol of rebirth 

in his works. Sylvia Plath alludes to the 

Phoenix at the end of her famous poem 

'Lady Lazarus' where readers can notice 

the image of the Phoenix that dies and 

with its birth gains more strength. 

Critics have said that Sylvia Plath is the 

Phoenix in the poem in just the same way 

as her attempts to suicide prompted her 

to fight back with a stronger voice.

I conclude with the following lines from a 

poem by a Roman poet, Claudian 

(translated by Henry Vaughan) that tell 

the story of the Phoenix:

 “He knows his time is out! 
And doth provide 

New principles of life; 
herbs he brings dried 

From the hot hills, 
and with rich spices frames 

A Pile shall burn, 
and Hatch him with his flames. 

On this the weakling sits; 
salutes the sun”.

Moving to India brought me closer to my 

passion for the fine arts; be it as an actor 

or director for theatre in Delhi or a 

filmmaker in Mumbai. Let me tell you 

how it all began.   

It was the end of my High School diploma 

and I had absolutely no idea of what I 

was going to do with my life next. Little 

did I know that behind all that anxiety, 

my aspirations were knocking on my 

door. Merely 18 years old, I had decided 

to pack my bags and move to the city of 

my dreams, Mumbai. Amidst struggling 

to settle into the new city and dealing 

with the sudden independency, I landed 

onto the large-scale sets of Balaji 

Telefilms' TV Series. 

Being an assistant director gave me a lot 

of scope to learn the nuances of 

film/television making. It all began with 

exciting, face-to-face interactions with 

actual directors, cameramen, editors 

and of course, the faces I had seen on TV. 

But within a week, reality hit me. This 

was not going to be easy. 

The next eight months that I served as an 

assistant for a daily soap, and then an 

advertising film production house, were 

filled with a lot of hard work and endless 

hours, but more so, a lot of judgments, 

rejections and self-doubt. Being the 

youngest and the only female crew 

member on the sets most of the time 

raised a lot of eyebrows, making things 

even more difficult when I had to return 

to an empty home. However, this is an 

experience that I cherish, as it has made 

me stronger both on the professional and 

personal front. It was then that I decided 

to make my own films. 

In February 2014, I shot my first 

experimental short film, ‘Mirrors Never 

Lie… But What if They Did?’ Fairly low on 

budget, the film was shot in just eight 

hours, in a single room set and with a 

solo actor. Not only was the film my first 

step into the world of independent 

filmmaking, but also a means of 

showcasing my real talent which was  

getting lost in the monotony of the 12-

hour shift.   

The film received its first film-festival 

nomination in October that year at the 

International Women's Short Film 

Festival of India, Chennai and blessed 

me with the heart-warming joy of seeing 

my work on the 70mm theatre screen for 

the first time ever! Much beyond my 

expectations, the film was soon 

screening at cities all over the country at 

over 14 film festivals including 

Woodpecker International Film Festival 

Delhi, International Short Film Festival 

Pune, International Short Film Festival 

Goa, Dada Saheb International Film 

Festival and others. 

Motivated by such a response I regained 

confidence and worked towards 

attaining professional memberships of 

the Film Writer's Association (FWA), 

Indian Film and Television Director's 

Association (IFTDA) and Western India 

Film Producer's Association (WIFPA),  

and thus was born SJA Productions.

The establishment of my independent 
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production house widened the horizon to 

a lot of offers for freelance work and 

aspirants willing to be part of my 

projects. It would be right to say that 

films became the pivot of my life ever 

since. 

In February 2015 I made my second 

commercial short film, ‘17 Minutes’. The 

film was on a much larger-scale in terms 

of production; multiple locations, 

outdoor shoots, multiple actors and a 

larger crew, much of which I look at as a 

learning process. After several rounds of 

selections and nominations for my 

previous film, it was a humbling 

achievement to receive my first award!  

On 27 October 2015, I received a 

'Special Jury Award' for creative and 

aesthetic excellence for ‘17 Minutes’ at 

the Rising International Short Film 

Festival, held at the prestigious 

National Film Achieve of India. This 

award was a motivation not just for 

myself but also the large team of young 

enthusiasts that had been working with 

me on my films for the past two years. I 

was the youngest recipient of an award 

there, and it felt amazing to represent 

the creative abilities of the youth of this 

country in front of veteran filmmakers 

from all over the world! Today, ‘17 

Minutes’ stands as a winner of four 

awards, including 'Best Film', 'Special 

Jury', 'Best Actress' & 'Best Editor', 

along with being an official selection 

and nomination at four film festivals, 

including the Rising International 

Short Film Festival, Pune Short Film 

Festival, Frames International Short 

Film Festival and whereas Cortokino 

International Film Festival, whereas 

SJA Productions stands as the 

producer of three commercial short 

films. 

That being said, I should let all you 

aspiring filmmakers come to terms with 

one part of my journey – the slow pace 

of monetary returns. Independent 

filmmaking is a great avenue to 

showcase your talent, build your 

connections, learn the ropes of the 

industry and build a strong profile, but 

it might not immediately fulfill your 

monetary needs and aspirations. That's 

where my degree and my part-time job 

came in. The pace and reality of this 

industry is much like they show in the 

movies- slow and testing. The quality of 

your films might demand a lot more in 

terms of finances than what they give 

back in return, especially in the case of 

short films. Only the persistent ones  

are most likely to succeed in the long 

run.

I don't know whether this approach 

is right or wrong; all I do know is that 

I make my films primarily for 

l e a r n i n g  a n d  f o r  a  c r e a t i v e  

satisfaction, and only then for a 

monetary benefit. I guess that's why 

t h e y  c a l l  u s  ' i n d e p e n d e n t  

filmmakers'. My films are not just a 

means of earning money, but also a 

means of establishing a foothold and 

looking back at the years I've spent in 

Mumbai, the city of cinema, and 

saying “Yes, I have made something 

good out of my time, efforts and 

investments.” My films are my 

identity, and I hope to grow into 

making feature films soon.

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Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar

Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar (14 April 1891 

– 6 December 1956), popularly known as 

Babasaheb, was an Indian jurist, 

economist, politician and social reformer 

who inspired modern Buddhist movement 

and campaigned against social 

discrimination against untouchables 

(Dalits), while also supporting the rights of 

women and labour. He was independent 

India's first law minister and the principal 

architect of the Constitution of India. 

Ambedkar was a prolific student, earning 

a law degree and various doctorates from 

Columbia University and the London 

School of Economics, and gained a 

reputation as a scholar for his research in 

law, economics and political science. In 

his early career he was an economist, 

professor, and lawyer. His later life was 

marked by his political activities; he 

became involved in campaigning and 

negotiations for India's independence, 

publishing journals advocating political 

rights and social freedom for Dalits, and 

contributing significantly to the 

establishment of the state of India. In 

1956 he converted to Buddhism, initiating 

mass conversions of Dalits. In 1990, the 

Bharat Ratna, India's highest civilian 

award, was posthumously conferred upon 

him for his involvement in:

1. Drafting India's Constitution

On 15 August 1947, the new Congress-

led government invited Ambedkar to 

serve as the nation's first Law Minister, 

which he accepted. On 29 August, he 

was appointed Chairman of the 

Constitution Drafting Committee, and 

commissioned by the Assembly to write 

India's new constitution.

2. Reserve Bank of India-

Ambedkar was trained as an economist, 

and was a professional economist until 

1921, when he became a political leader. 

He wrote three scholarly books on 

economics:

1. Administration and Finance of the 

East India Company

2. The Evolution of Provincial Finance 

in British India

3. The Problem of the Rupee: Its Origin 

and Its Solution

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI), was 

based on the ideas that Ambedkar 

presented to the Hilton Young 

Commission.

3. Economic planning-

Ambedkar was the first Indian to pursue 

a doctorate in economics abroad. He 

argued that industrialization and 

agricultural growth could enhance the 

Indian economy. He stressed investment 

in agriculture as the primary industry of 

India. According to Sharad Pawar, 

Ambedkar ' s  v is ion  he lped  the  

government to achieve its food security 

goal. 

Ambedkar advocated national economic 

and social development, stressing 

education, public hygiene, community 

health, residential facilities as  basic 

amenities.

He believed that the strategy for India's 

Economic development should be based 

on eradication of poverty, elimination of 

inequities and ending exploitation of 

masses. He emphasized that exploitation 

has many dimensions. In fact, in India, 
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social or religious exploitation is no less 

oppressive than economic exploitation 

and it should be eliminated. 

His vision can be seen in:

a. His D.Sc thesis "The problems of 

Rupee, its Origin and Solution 

(1923)" which examines the causes 

for the rupee's fall in value. He proved 

the importance of price stability over 

exchange stability. He analyzed the 

silver and gold exchange rates and 

their effect on the economy, and 

found the reasons for the failure of 

British India's public treasury. He 

calculated the loss of development 

caused by British rule. This book 

eventually led to the establishment of 

the Reserve Bank of India. He also 

suggested that more attention should 

be given to price stability rather than 

exchange rate stability.

b. In 1951, Ambedkar established the 

Finance Commission of India. He 

opposed income tax for low-income 

groups. He opined in favour of  excise 

duty policies to stabilize the economy. 

He played an important role in land 

reforms and state economic 

development. Dr. Ambedkar expressed 

his views on taxation in the manifesto 

of 'Swatantra Majdur Party' in 1936. 

He opposed land revenue and its 

system and its taxes as the burden of 

these taxes are significant on the poor 

sections of the society. He suggested 

some taxes as follows:

Tax should be imposed on payers' 

capacity and not on income.
Tax should be less on the poor and 

more on the rich.
Tax exemption should be given up 

l

l

to a certain limit.
There should be equality between 

different sections in tax imposition.
Tax should not lead to lowering the 

standard of life of the people.
Land Revenue tax should be more 

flexible and should not be levied 

on agricultural land.
He suggested that the Indian tax 

system at that time was based on 

discrimination and inequality.

c. According to him, the caste system 

divided labourers and impeded 

economic progress. He emphasized a 

free economy with a stable rupee 

which India has adopted recently.

d. He advocated birth control to develop 

the Indian economy, and this has 

been adopted by the Indian 

government as a national policy for 

family planning. 

e. He emphasized equal rights for 

women for economic development.      

Dr. Ambedkar's contribution to 

economic development and progress 

of women is significant. According to 

him, participation of women in 

economic development is impossible 

without developing their social status 

and equality. But due to bad 

economic conditions of women in 

India, India's economic progress is 

hampered. So, it is important to 

improve the economic condition of 

women and give them equal rights 

and freedom of occupation.

f. He laid the foundation of industrial 

relations after independence.                   

Dr. Ambedkar thought that a fast 

pace development for India is 

impossible without industrialization.

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According to him, creating large-scale 

employment produces essential 

goods for mass consumption. It 

utilizes raw materials, reduces 

foreign dependence and increases 

security for labour, and ultimately 

leads to the overall economic 

development of the country. The 

private sector industries cannot 

invest in huge industries for want of 

large-scale investments. So, the 

government should come forward to 

start large scale industries. The 

smaller industries should be kept in 

the private sector. The insurance and 

transport companies should be 

nationalized. Right to strike should 

be given to labourers. After 

independence, the industrial policy of 

the Indian government is in keeping 

with Dr. Ambedkar's expectations.

g. According to Dr. Ambedkar, 

productivity of agriculture is related 

not only to the size of holdings of land 

but also to other factors such as 

capital, labour and other inputs. Dr.  

Ambedkar had made an in-depth 

study of Indian agriculture and wrote 

research articles, organized seminars 

and conferences in order to solve the 

problems of agriculture and farmers, 

that led to the farmer's movement. 

His thoughts on agriculture are found 

in his article "Small Holdings in India 

and their Remedies"(1917) and also 

in "Status and Minorities"(1947). He 

mentioned that small holdings of land 

by  people is an acute problem of 

Indian agriculture which has various 

disadvantages like difficulties in 

cultivation and utilization of 

resources, increasing costs, low 

productivity, inadequate income and 

low standard of living. If capital or 

labour are not available in adequate 

quantity and quality, then even a 

large size of land can become 

unproductive. On the other hand, 

smal l -s ize  land can become 

productive if these resources are 

available in plenty. With this thought 

the 'Land Ceiling Act' was passed 

after independence. 

His other suggestions for solving the 

problems related to agriculture  were 

the introduction of collective farming, 

economic holding of land or equal 

distribution of land, large scale 

industrialization (to provide forward 

markets), provision of money, water, 

seeds and fertilizers by the government, 

cultivation of waste land by allotting 

waste land to landless laboureres, 

minimum wages to labourers, and 

control and regulation of private lenders 

who provide  loans to farmers.

h. Dr. Ambedkar argued that the 

concept of human capital in India is 

useless if the poor and downtrodden 

untouchable Dalits were not 

recognized by other classes as human 

beings with equal social prestige. It is 

therefore impossible to use this 

human capital in the economic 

development of India.

i. D r .  Ambedkar  p r e s en t ed  a  

Democratic State Socialism to the 

Constitution Committee. The main 

points were:

All basic industries should be 

owned and run by the state.

l
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Insurance and agriculture should 

be nationalized and managed by 

the state.
Maintenance of productive 

resources by the state.
Just distribution of common 

produce.
Provision for compensation of land 

or industry acquisition in the form 

of bonds.
The distribution of village land 

among the families in a village for 

collective farming
No discrimination between 

landlord, tenants and agriculture 

labourers.
All agriculture input like capital, 

seeds, fertilizers etc provided to 

collective farms by the government.
Distribution of agriculture income 

only after payment of land revenue 

tax.

Dr. Ambedkar wanted this state 

socialism to be included in the 

constitution so that no legislature 

could change or reject it. But it could 

not come into existence as the 

Constitution Committee rejected it. 

Perhaps the conditions of labour, 

farmers and poor people would have 

been different had the committee 

accepted Ambedkar’s proposal

j. Surprisingly, Dr. Ambedkar had 

already suggested free economy, 

globalization, liberalization and 

privatization as early as 1923. The 

Indian government has lately adopted 

this policy. In this respect, Dr. 

Ambedkar was a century ahead. He 

had stressed that the value (price) of a 

rupee must be kept stable if the policy 

of free economy is to be successful.

k. Dr. Ambedkar denounced the Indian 

economy as caste-dominated 

economy. He came out with a hard-

hitting critique that showed logical 

flaws in it. The caste system is not 

merely the division of labour but also 

a division of labourers. It is not based 

on natural aptitudes or skills. It is a 

major  obstacle  to  economic 

development. It reduces mobility 

leading to inefficient production. 

Untouchability is worse than slavery. 

It is a system of exploitation.

Hence, it is evident that Dr. 

Ambedkar's concepts of family 

planning, upliftment of women and 

human capital and many others are 

important contributions to the 

development of the Indian economy. 

As the existing laws and reforms like 

the  Land Ceiling Act, Minimum 

Wages Act, Distribution of Surplus 

Land etc. are not effective, it is 

essential to reconsider them in the 

con t ex t  o f  Dr .  Ambedkar ' s  

perspective. Also, considering that 

the current scenario of the Indian 

economy, inf lat ion,  farmers '  

conditions, India's large young 

labour force is not being fully utilized 

for  economic development, we need 

to reconsider the thoughts of Dr. 

Ambedkar, and reframe our 

economic policies towards a better 

economic growth for India.

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The WTO Illusion

Recently, the WTO rained on the India 

parade of solar power pride. India had 

been basking in the glory of its rapid 

solar power development until the WTO 

decided that India had adopted unfair 

policies. In the 2015 Paris Conference on 

climate change, the developed world had 

aggressively villainized the developing 

world, especially India, over their stance 

on climate agreements. After extensive 

renegotiations,  the whole world settled 

on a common ground. However, the US 

put the onus on India and China to bring 

climate change under control, but 

surprisingly, it did not take back its 

complaint against the indigenous solar 

power development program India 

lodged in the WTO. We need to take a 

closer look at the WTO. 

The World Trade Organization (WTO) is 

an intergovernmental organization that 

has been constituted to govern 

international trade. It provides a policy 

framework for negotiating trade 

agreements between its member 

countries. It also has a dispute 

resolution process aimed at enforcing 

the adherence of participants to WTO 

trade agreements that have been signed 

by representatives of member countries. 

Ideally, the WTO has been created to 

achieve the dream of unrestricted 

multilateral trade. However, the vast 

inequalities in the world economy 

provide it with various challenges. Thus, 

its aim to provide a policy framework 

that is in favour of all the member 

coun t r i e s  and  tha t  does  no t  

disadvantage any one in particular is not 

without  i ts  constra ints .   The 

organization is dominated by the 

developed world with its unwillingness to 

let go of its privileges while asking the 

rest of the world to sacrifice theirs. The 

rest of the world already suffers an unfair 

disadvantage due to their economic 

status. They are further disadvantaged 

by the attitudes in the developed world 

that are resistant to free and fair 

competition.

WTO Ministerial Conferences are usually 

held every two years. They bring together 

all the member countries and customs 

unions and decisions can be taken on all 

matters under any of the multilateral 

trade agreements. In its first ministerial 

conference held at Singapore, significant 

differences between the developed 

nations, led by the United States and the 

European Union, and the developing 

nations emerged. These issues were 

referred to as the Singapore issues for 

the future. Later ministerial conferences 

ended without much progress in talks.

Doha Development Round

In 2001, the WTO launched a round of 

negotiations known as the Doha 

Development round. This was to be an 

ambitious effort to make globalization 

more inclusive and help the world's poor, 

particularly by slashing barriers and 

subsidies in farming.  The initial agenda 

compr ised  bo th  fur ther  t rade  

liberalization and new rule making, 

underpinned by commitments to 

strengthen substantial assistance to 

developing countries. Subsequent 

ministerial conferences concentrated on 

negotiating the agreements of the Doha 

Development round. In July 2008, 

negotiations broke down in Geneva over 
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the refusal to compromise on the 'Special 

Safeguard Mechanism'. It is a method to 

protect developing economies from 

aggressive foreign competition. In WTO, 

a member may take a safeguard action, 

such as restricting imports of a product, 

temporarily, to protect a domestic 

industry from an increase in imports 

that may threaten domestic production. 

The United States and European Union 

faced off against the developing world in 

their demand for compromise in the 

'Special Safeguard mechanism'. 

Developed World: Bully?

The external reference price to calculate 

food subsidies was set in 1986-88 and 

has remained unchanged since then, 

even though food prices have gone up by 

almost 500% since. The implication is 

simple. The subsidy calculations for 

India and other developing countries get 

hugely inflated because the base year is 

so low, even though in reality they are 

much smaller.

If the same calculation was used to 

estimate US subsidies for maize farmers 

for 2014, the $6 billion subsidy will show 

up as $32 billion. As it happens, the US 

and the EU, like many other developed 

countries, are exempt from having to 

make these calculations and much of 

their subsidies get protected under the 

Green Box. This is unlike the subsidies 

of most of the developing countries who 

were not notified when the Agreement on 

Agriculture was negotiated in 1995. A 

simple updating of the external reference 

price from 1986-88 to current prices, as 

demanded by developing countries led 

by India, has been blocked in Geneva for 

the last two years. 

The proposals for giving developing 

countries the same benefits of raising 

tariffs to protect domestic producers, 

which all developed countries enjoy 

u n d e r  t h e  S p e c i a l  S a f e g u a r d  

Mechanism, has met with a similar 

intransigence on the part of the 

developed countries.

This is just one example of the unfair 

advantages the developed countries 

enjoy and prevent developing countries 

from receiving. This was further proven 

when, just before the Nairobi Ministerial 

Conference in 2015, the US Trade 

Representative, Michael Froman said, 

“Time to be honest, we are at the end of 

the line on Doha”. He argued that “… 

Doha was designed in a different era, for 

a different era, and much has changed 

since”, and explained how the Doha 

Negotiations, “remain deadlocked. After 

fourteen years, including the past two 

years of intensified engagement, there is 

no light at the end of the tunnel”. 

What Froman conveniently omitted was 

that the United State and the European 

Union have been the principal reasons 

behind the deadlock for fourteen years. 

They have not conceded to a wide range 

of proposals put forth by developing 

countries. On the contrary, the US has 

aggressively blocked various proposals, 

even in the last two years of intensified 

engagement, when it gave short shrift to 

the proposal of the developing world on 

the public stockholding issue or on the 

'Special Safeguard Mechanisms'. 

Chakravarthi Raghavan, a renowned 

journalist covering trade negotiations 

since 1949, made an interesting 

comment, that the US/EU arguments to 
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abandon Doha because of the deadlock 

reminded him of the story of a son 

convicted for murdering his parents to 

get at their property and who asks the 

court for leniency on the grounds that he 

was an orphan!

The hypocrisy of the developed world has 

continued into the current scenario of 

the WTO dispute resolution on India's 

National Solar Mission. It is widely 

agreed, including by countries filing 

anti-climate cases in the WTO, that a 

domestic clean energy industry would 

find it difficult to stay afloat unless policy 

and economic incentives are provided. 

The core logic is to make clean energy 

a f f o r d a b l e  t h r o u g h  d o m e s t i c  

manufacturing, especially since the 

recent Paris Agreement on global climate 

change action did nothing to expedite 

transfer of clean technology from 

developed to developing countries. The 

Paris Agreement also failed to address, 

strongly, the alignment of counter-

product ive  internat iona l  t rade  

agreements with climate imperatives. 

"We can't have other countries engaged 

in practices that disadvantage American 

workers and American businesses. One 

of the things I am very proud of is that we 

have ramped up enforcement of our 

trade laws to protect American workers 

and American businesses like never 

before," Obama said on the ruling. This 

is ironic since twenty three states within 

the US use "buy-local" incentives to 

facilitate their transition to a clean 

energy economy. Moreover, President 

Obama himself had expressed his 

support of India's low-cost, high-quality 

manufacturing program under NSM. 

The US itself is also under breach of WTO 

rules for its cotton subsidy under Farm 

Bill 2014, suppressing international 

prices affecting African and Indian 

cotton producers to the tune of US$80 

million and US$800 million per year, 

respectively. 

The way forward?

Thus, the onus is on India and the 

developing world as a whole to not let the 

developed world get away with theatrics 

and to expose their hypocrisy on these 

issues. However, even though the 

developing world far outnumbers the 

developed world, the former has been 

s u r p r i s i n g l y  m u t e  o n  t h e s e  

transgressions by the latter. India, who 

is attempting to gain greater influence in 

world politics, must now take a leading 

role in giving the developed world a taste 

of its own medicine or let its economy 

suffer as the developed world rolls over it 

time and again.

The Railway Budget 2016-17

The railway minister, Suresh Prabhu, 

presented his second budget for Indian 

Railways in the Lok Sabha on Thursday, 

February 25, 2016.  He said that the 

expenditure-revenue calculations were 

in the interest of the nation as a whole 

and that it would could cater to the needs 

of all sections of society. He added that a 

lot of effort had gone into the making of 

the budget and ground realities were 

taken into consideration before finalizing 

it. He chose not to raise the fares and 

freight rates and vowed to continue with 

his big investment-push to turn Indian 

railways around as a major engine for

India's economic growth. 

The minister announced several 

initiatives to expand the railways' reach 

and efficiency. These included the 

creation of dedicated rail corridors, 

improving railway infrastructure and 

refurbishing the suburban railways 

system with many new partnership 

projects planned and a whopping 

investment of Rs 1.21 lakh crores for 

FY17. Mr Prabhu's budget comes at a 

time when the railways is floundering in 

a financial crisis with passenger and 

freight revenue falling. The big question 

is, then, without hiking fares, can he 

address the constrained balance sheet of 

the railways? The massive spending 

burden on account of the 7th Pay 

Commission implementation, the cost 

over-runs of delayed projects and other 

expenses would only add to the fiscal 

burden. 

The Railways minister expects Rs 1.5 

lakh crores help from LIC over the next 

five years and selling rupee bonds 

overseas to raise funds. Efforts are on to 

generate revenue for railways through 

non-tariff sources like advertising and 

commercialization of surplus land. A 

separate directorate is being planned for 

this purpose. Gross budgetary support 

expected is around Rs 40,000 crores and 

a gross traffic earnings target of Rs 1.85 

lakh crores has been set. 

The real concern remains on the 

implementation front owing to the 

massive cost overruns in various railway 

projects experienced lately. The Modi 

government does not want to privatize 

the railways and Suresh Prabhu has 

supported the proposition that railways 

n e e d  p r i v a t e  m o n e y  b u t  n o t  

privatization. Thereby, the pressure on 

the government to raise funds to cater to 

the development goals of the railways 

increases. There are plans to monetize 

the assets owned by the railways to raise 

rail revenue from non-freight sources 

and to create an independent railways 

regulator to decide tariffs and 

investment proposals to win the 

confidence of private investors. 

Suresh Prabhu's 2016-17 Railway 

Budget, on the whole, is a please-all 

budget that promises Indians a number 

of improvements they can expect to find 

in the railways over the coming year. It is 

a positive exercise. However, the trick is 

to implement the initiatives in a time-

bound manner. History has shown that 

most government programmes fail 

miserably due to inherent inefficiencies 

in the system.

What's in a Cult?

Cult fiction can be difficult to expound, 

but almost everyone has come across a 

cult book once in their literary lifetime.

Cult Fiction in the simplest of terms can 

be defined as literature that amasses a 

significant fan base or fan following; 

these books tend to attract a devoted 

audience. They evoke an array of feelings 

within people, feelings that are shared 

with others and passed down over the 

years. As time elapses, the affection for a 

particular book grows which leads to an 

increase in the number of admirers, thus 

leading to the formation of a cult.

The word 'cult' is a derivation of the Latin 

word cultus meaning 'adoration' or 'care' 

and was usually associated with matters 

related to religion and theology. 

However, according to Merije Takens, “it 

appears that at a certain moment in 

history the term cult also came to be 

used in a more secular way rather than 

only in the sense of 'religious practice'. In 

certain cases the explicitly religious 

context went, but what remained was its 

essence of 'worship' and 'devotion', 

transferred onto other, more 'worldly' 

topics.”

Though it can be difficult to pinpoint the 

exact moment in time when cult fiction 

came to be recognized, to many literature 

enthusiasts cult fiction seems to have 
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existed since the conception of the novel 

itself. Reed Whissen, author of ‘Classic 

Cult Fiction’, was, in fact, of the opinion 

that ‘The Sorrows of Young Werther’ by 

Johann Wolfgang von Goethe was the 

first cult novel, dating back to the 18th 

century. Whissen's work has helped us 

to understand cult fiction in an  

academically enhancing way. The Rough 

Guide to Cult Fiction by Paul Simpson, 

Michaela Bushell and Helen Roddis is 

another source of understanding of the 

genre, and pays significant attention to 

the authors of cult books.

Cult classics, cult fiction's consociate, 

are movies or films that also gather a 

cult. These movies are either based on 

popular books such as The Princess 

Bride by William Goldman or are 

independent films like John Hughes', 

forever popular, ‘The Breakfast Club’.

Usually, popularity and a passionate fan 

base are considered to be the defining 

factors that distinguish between a cult 

book and a run-of-the-mill book. 

Nevertheless, to many genre nuts, 

'popular' is considered to be quite an 

ambiguous term to differentiate between 

the types of books. There exists a certain 

dissimilarity between mainstream media 

and cult fiction. Books like ‘The Fault in 

Our Stars’ by John Green, the Harry 

Potter series by J.K Rowling or ‘The Lord 

of the Rings’ trilogy by J.R.R Tolkien 

would not be considered cult fiction 

because they have been publicized and 

promoted through movie premiers and 

merchandise, though they may also have 

a very strong fan base. For example  

Harry Potter enthusiasts call themselves 

'Potterheads', but because of the 

extensive publicity they gain, it makes it 

very easy to find these books anywhere 

as they are high in demand, and this is 

not a cult fiction make.

Many people are under the impression 

that books are the source of all 

adaptations but such is not the case for 

one book in particular, a book that 

happens to fall under the genre of cult 

fiction. Douglas Adams ‘The Hitchhiker's 

Guide to the Galaxy’ was originally 

broadcast on the radio as a comedy 

series before its adaptation into a series 

of novels, comic books and a TV show 

under the same name. The popularity 

garnered, later, led to the translation of 

the books into thirty languages.

Cult books can attract such an 

assemblage, that more often than not 

people read certain books just because 

they are considered cult fiction. Even 

though people follow the crowd when it 

comes to choosing their next read, this 

herd mentality does have a silver lining 

for the authors concerned. For every 

copy of their book that sells, the authors 

receive certain royalties or a percentage 

of the revenue, and this also applies to 

the deceased. ‘The Great Gatsby’ has 

remained relevant in the 21st century 

and is still elevating its writer, F. Scott 

Fitzgerald's name and royalties. The 

same can be said about ‘The Bell Jar’ by 

Sylvia Plath.

When discussing cult fiction, one cannot 

fail to mention the writings of Harper Lee 

who authored one of the most sought 

after novels of all time, ‘To Kill a 

Mockingbird.’ The book was an 

immediate success and catapulted Lee to 

fame, which is why her second novel ‘Go 
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Set a Watchman’ was so highly 

anticipated.

Other cult books include ‘The Perks of 

Being a Wallflower’ by Stephen Chbosky, 

‘The Catcher in the Rye’ by J.D Salinger, 

‘Catch 22’ by Joseph Heller, ‘Naked 

Lunch’ by William S. Burroughs, 

‘Siddhartha’ by Hermann Hesse and 

‘Lolita’ by Vladimir Nabokov.

In the end, cult books are like any other 

bestselling novel; they both possess the 

ability to etch in the memory of their  

readers a labyrinth of words that can 

captivate and transport them to another 

realm.
